“The enforcemcnt of the death pen-

alty by ‘means of = electric currents’

would not only be agonizing beyond

‘conception, but would also be birbar--

ous in the extreme.” This is the de-

liberate opinion of Myron Law, super-

intendent of the electrical department
of the Brush Electric company of this
city, says the Philadelphia Record.
He was talking recently of the com-
ing electric execution of the murderez‘
Kemmle at Butfalo, °

Mr. Law proceaded to give some in-
teresting facts to. “Aamonstrate the
truth of the conclusion at. which he
had:arrived. *‘Any’ person,” said he,
“who is -thoroughly acquainted with
an electric current could . not. possibly.
have any other idea than this. It is
absurd to claim that executionby elec-
tricity is . less -painful than hangin Ji2
that it would be instantancous “in’ its
effects, or that it would do-away with

‘any repugnant features of our public

executions.”

“In: tha first place ‘death . by
electricity is not painless.. Hanging,
throat-cutting, the guillotine,”shooting,
burnine to death in moltonlead- or in
furnaces-are painless-executions when

compared - with  that by electrieity.

Let me cite'a few instances of the pain
felt by those who have roceived severe

electric shocks: '~ Six years ago one of
my. men named John Smith cut an
electric. wire which he' thought to be-
‘dead.”. This was on Lighth Hreet, be-
Standing

on the ladder;, with one hand he

‘grasped the ruptured wire, which fed

forty-eight la,mps and had a curmnt of
9,200 volts passing ‘through it. ‘With
the other hand he held by means of
plyers the other end of the wire. Im-
mediately he made - the most heart-
rendering sereams for help. His hands
were. rivited fast and his. whole body
was undergoing most “terrible contoz-
tions.

“The olectric current of 2,200 volts

‘strength was passing through his body

and pmned him to the spot. We threw

“0Of courso; electriéity can instan-
taneously kill a person, but in that in-
finitessimunlly small space of time of
the 'transition  from life to death the
person will suffer inoconceivable pain.
Although the speed of electricity Is at
the rate of 286,000 “miles per second

as. to predude all pain. Lvery parti-
cle of the nervous tissue - is polamzod

and polarization causes eich particle
of matter to revolve on its axis, which
means the stretching of the nerves out’
