TPeople
laughed at the missionaries  at Tahiti
for preaching for fiftecen years without
a single conversion, and at the mission-
aries for preachmg in Bengal seven-
teen years without 'a .single conver-
‘sion} yet in all those lands there
are multitudes of Christians to-day.
But why go so far to find evidences of
the gospel’s power to save a soul?

Electr’icity the MeansUsed Px-yov'es
~a Complete Success.—Death In-
‘stantaneous and Painless.

Four 'murderers, Harris A, smuer,
James J, Slocum, Joseph *Wood and Shi-
buya Jugiro, were executed by electricity
at the Sing Sing prison at an early hour
Tuesday mornmg The" execution was
conducted in the presence. of twelve wit-
nesses, all physicians, and ‘the jail officials,
no reporters being allowed inside the prxs—
on,. The apparatus used was similar in
‘construction to.that used in' the  case of
Kemmel, though greater care was’ taken
to. avoid blundermrr . The. condemed men
were led into the execution room one’ af-
ter another and put to death within a few
minues, of each other, the killing being a
complete ' scientific. success. Death was,
instantaneous and, S0 ia,r as can be': 'tscer-
‘tained, painless.

The crimes. for wl;uc,h the fom‘ were ex-
ecuted are as follows:

Harris A, Smiler .was' at one tnme a
salvation army capmm. - He was a printer
by trade, and had developed a rare faculty
for getting married. At the time the
‘crime was' committed . there were - three
women living to whom he had been mar-

.| ried and none of them had" been divorced.

,The last one to go~ through the . cercmony
with him, Maggle Draidey, ‘was his victim.
He had been living with. her, but on ac-
count of his brutality she had determined
to leave him,. “He came home partly drunk
on the night of Apml 3,:-1889, ' and. when
she refused to promise to remain with him,
he shot her to. death.. He was: originally
condemned to die in the weelk beginning |
Aug, 14,1890, but the appeals taken had
saved his life thus far, James J. Slccum
lived at 7 Cherry street, and had been a
base - ball - player . and = a . common
aborer. = ‘He had long been -a wile
beater, but ‘commonly: pounded his wife
‘with his fist and kicked her.” On thenight
of December 31, 1889, he came home and
took an axe, Whlch had been used by his
wife to break up boards for fuel, and beat
the woman’s brains out.  He was convicted
in  March, 1890, and was originally sen-
tenced to die during the week beginning
May 5 of that year. - Joseph Wood was
one of the Negroes -employed 'in building
the new aqueduct.. . One pay day in. May,
1889,:he gotinto one of the fights common

‘among ' the gangs of laboxers employed

there, . His opponent -was an Italian,
Carlo Ruﬂi, also -an  aqueduct laborer.
