His one good eye sees more points in
a cavalryman’s performance than most
men discern with two, and he is fa~
mous, not only in this country but
‘abroad, as'the most thorough cavalry
disciplinarian and’ drill master in
America.

Gen. Henry ‘was graduated from
West Point on May 6, 1861, and was
assigned to the First. artillery as a
second lieutenantat onece. Allthrough
the war of the rebellion he ‘remained
in that branch of the service, winning
distinetion by - his gallantry and
marked . ability  in continuously
arduous duty. In 1371 he was hunting
Apaches in Arvizona. ' In 1873 he was
on duty in -Wyoming, and through
1874 and 1875 was havmg lots of in-
teresting times scouting in the Black
Iills, fighting Indians, getting frozen
in blizzards, aud otherwise enjoying
himself He commanded a battallion
in Gen. George Crook's Big Horn aud
Yellowstone expedition against Sitting
Bull and the Sioux, fighting in the
battle of Tongue River—or Rose Bud
creek—where he received that severe
‘wound by which his left eye was de-
stroyed " He was carried off the. field
on an Indian trarom-—poles dra,gged
behind a poay—and, as he did not re-
alize the general expectation by dying
promptly of his wound, but seemed
likely to geh better, he was sent down
to Calitornia on a three months’ leave
of absence to get well if he could.  In
seventy days he was back with his
command, too eagre to get at the In-
dians again to waste any more. time
on a mere wound.

In 1890-91, when the Wounded Knee
-eampaign occurred, Gen. Henry and
his' commuand  were stationed at Fort
Robinson. . Gen. Miles sent to him by
No-neck, sergeunt of the Indian scouts‘
a despateh advising him of the peril-
ous situation at Pine Ridge agency.
Immediately on receipt of the dispatch
“Fxghtmg Guy” mounted three com-
panies of the Ninth United = States
Cavalry (colored), and rode, without
unsaddling, and in twenty-one hours,
'the distance of 104 miles . to Gen.
Miles’s relief. And it is still talked
of among the cavalrymen that he did
not bring in from that long and hard
ride one sore backed horse.

The
Tribune pointed him out to the repub-
licans of the United States as a com-
ing Presidential possibility.

Mr. Pingree’s latest move was his:
attempt to settle the great Pullman
strike by ' calling  to: his ,aid
fifty - of :the ~‘mayors " of “the
leadxng -cities of ‘the United States:

‘in hopes. that so powerful an influence

brought to bear upon Mr. Pullman
might induce him to submit to arbi-
tration. That the ‘movement failed,
owing to the refusal 'of the Pullman
company - to- be ‘influenced, was no
fault of the man who conceived and
carried out a° movement desxgned to
bring about’ good.

Mr. Pingree is and always was a re-
publican. He is a veteran of the late
war with an unblemished military

record. He was foreed into politics

when Detroit was a democratic city by
majorities ranging from 4,000 to 5,000,
He was elected mayor of Detroit on
the republican ticket in 1892 by a ma-
jority of only 100, - The democrats cap-
tured all the other officers. In 1894 he
was re-elected by a majority of 5,000,
carrying into office 'with him the en-
tire republican ticket.

Mr. Pingree’s career in the mayor's
chair has been one long battle against
the monopolistic trusts which have so
long - held Detroit as in a vice, Hae
believes in municipal control of street

railways, public lighting, water sup-

plieg, ete. His labors to bring about
such a state of affairs in Detroit have
met with the approval of the people.
The city is at present engaged in
building a magnificent electric light-
plant The street car question is still
in court.

“One of my most exciting advyen-
tures,” said Mr. Strakosh to a Wash-
ington Post . reporter, +was an inci-
dent which ‘happened when I was
managing the South American tour
of Mme.

The I]uglish Bird Is Not Evcu a Favorite In
His Own Home,

It appears that the detested nmzsh

. Sparrow is by no means a general :avor-
ite in his own home across the water,

where “his habits have becn more care-
fully noted. !
In the course of. his papex on *“Wild

Birds, Useful and Injurious,’’ in' the

Royal - Agricultural society’s- journal,
Mr. C.'F. Archibald says: ‘‘The sparrow

'| has received an overflowing measure of

abuse from farmers and gardeners, and,
notwithstanding’ all that has been urged

inits favor by enthusiastic advocates,

there can be little doubt that it deserves
a large share 'of ‘the vituperation be-
stowed upon it. The keynote to the spar-
row’s character is.to be found in: the
delusion under which it labors that
corn growing-is carried on for its es-
pecial benefit. ‘Grain is undoubtedly the
This it ob-
taing. in the fields ~at seedtime, when
sprouting, in the unripe, milky condi-
tion, and when fully matured. - At this
last named period a quantity of grain is
wasted by being shaken ont on the
ground by the birds, in addition to the

‘amount  actually consumed. - At this

time,’ too, numbers of ' sparrows. which
live for the greater part of the year in
towns are tempted to visit the field,

their grimy - appearance pxoclmmmg
their usual haunts. -

““In gardens - the sparrow finds full
scope for its destructive propensities in
devouring peas, of which it is very fond,
as well as a few gooseberries and cher-
ries. In the most mischievous way, too,
it pulls to: pieces ' the flowers of - the
crocus,  dahlia, primrose, polyanthus,
hepatica, heartsease, wistaria, the shoots
of pinks and carnations, the pods of the

laburnum and the blossom of fruit

trees. . It also does considerable damage
to beds of young radishes and lettuces,
besides levying toll on tho grass seeds
‘ On the other hand, it
must be freely admitted that the spar-

row does a great deal of good.

The assertion
of extra territorial jurisdiction has al-
ways been confined to barbarous and
semi-civilized countries.

The Mul{mley Law 18 Dead.

The Mckmley tariff law whlch'had
been: in operation since October 3,

| 1890, practically four years, is dead on

the statute books and the new Demo-
cratic tariff bill, passed by the’ Fifty-
third congress, became a law without
the signature of President Cleveland.

The constitutional period of 10 days
allowed the President to consider the
bill expired, and accordmg to the
terms of the constitution the President
having failed to return the bill to con-
gress with or ‘without his approval it
became a law. The placing of the bill
on the statute books ended the long-
est and most remarkables struggles in
the parliamentary history of the gov-
ernment. It was practically a year ago
that the preparation of the new tariff
law was commenced.

OCEAN WHALEBACKS.

A NEW TYPE OF SEAFARING
STEAM CRAFT

The First Spécimbn Recently Turned
.Out by an-English Firm—High Speed
Attalned——A Devlca for Sprinkling

. the ann.

ILLIAM DOZX-
ford- & Son, who
.operate an exten-
sive - shipyard = at
" Sunderland,. Eng-
land, have built for
ocean traffic an in-
teresting . type of
whaleback’' steam-
~‘er, an example of

which.recently
Vi steamed into New
York harbor. The crew of the queer
vessel describe her as a whaleback,.
says the New York World, and in cer-
tain respects she is one.” But she is so
different from the McDougall type of
whaleback, first introduced on the
great lakes, that she may be said to
represent a. particular. type of her
own. . Instead of the homely conical
bow she has the  straight -and sharp

stem and the same rounded stern and‘

counter as the Atlantic tramp. But

with this all her similarity to the:

common 'type of steamship ceases.
A few yards abaft the stempiece
the sharp bow merges into the
turtle-back deck -of the
back, ‘and thence aft the whaleback
type is. prominent until. the deck
rises to meet the stern proper.. Just
above the bulge of her freeboard—if
it may be called that—there is on
each side of the vessel a walk which
extends from the bow mnearly aftto
the stern. These walks are about five
‘feet wide, and in wet weather must
Above and between
them is the deck proper. A little aft
of amidship is the bridge and forward
deckhouse, and it is from the peculiar
build of these structures that the
vessel takes unto itself so much the
appearance’ of a warship. In con-
struction they are almost identical
with the superstructure of an Ameri-
can cruiser, and coupled with. two

’| short pole masts, surmounted by tops,

the similarity is enhanced. ~The
bridge rests. upon the lower work of
the deckhouse, and with side wings
covers the breadth - of the ship. The
entire structure is built of heavy steel
plates, and is well calculated to stand
the assaults of the heaviest seas.
Another peculiarity of this peculiar
craft is the manner in which she is
steered. Instead of her steam steering
gear being attached to the rudder
quadrant over the ship’s median line,
{t works at the starboard side and is
operated by a single steel shaft that
passes along from. the bridge... The
engines of the Turret Age are of the
triple-expansion type and are capable
of developing 803 registered horse-
power. Steam is generated by two
single-ended boilers, with 4,356 square
feet of grate heatmg' surface. She is
311 feet long over all, 38 2 feet beam
and 24.1 feet depth of hold. When
loaded - with ~full cargo there
is, by actual measurement, only 5
feet 4 inches freeboard in salt water
and 4 feet 11 inches in fresh. The

a good sea boat, and when asked if
gshe wasn’t very wet in a seaway they
looked scornful.

The object of the plesent invention
is to effect ‘the—instantaneous irriga-
tion of every part of the lawn at any
time desired, without the interposi-
tion of a special attendant, such' irri-
gation being effected by simply turn-
ing the water faucet, which any mems«
ber of the household may do.

For that purpose the ‘usual lawn
hose is employed, which is divided into
various sections, the ends of which are
connected to a series of short fountain
pipes, They may be made of copper
for dumblllty, but a cheaper, material
is'tin, and it answers very well.© One
side of the pipe is provided with an
ear, through which passses a long pin,
by which the fountain-pipe is fastened
to the ground. - The central part of
‘the fountain- pipe is enlarged and is

In practical use the hose, furnished
with the fountain-pipes, is  laid
throughout the lawn, and the pipe
pins are driven down to hold the
fountain-pipes in proper position.

ever desired simply by turning the
supply faucet, ——Chlcago Post.

Heat as an Antiseptic.

An eminent surgeon has been ex-
perimenting upon certain classes of
wounds  and  in surgical operations,
with the view to testing the eflicacy
‘of heat as an antiseptic. One of his
methods is to touch the exposed sur-
faces with bits of absorbent cotton
dipped in -boiling water. - He finds
the healing process is greatly facili-
tated . by this application, and that,
too, without the cumbersome and ex-
pensive apparatus necessary for ordi-
nary chemical antiseptics. . Attention
is also -called to the importance of

properly . cleansing all - instruments | -

used for any purpose whatsoever. It
is not enough that they be dipped in
some antiseptic solution and wiped
with a bit of cotton-waste, as is too
often the  case. It is. recommended
that a vessel of boiling water be kept
at hand, and that all instruments be
put in this and allowed to remain un-
The water
must be kept at boiling heat by
means of an alcohol or other lamp,
else there isno use in dipping the in-
struments at all.. There.is too much
carelessness in the cleaning of all

| such appliances, and many deaths are

unquestionably traceable to  this
cause. There is quite too little atten-
tion givey to the curative properties
of heat. The subject has begun to
attract the notice of some of
the more advanced thinkeérs among
medical men. It is declared that a
high degree of heat is of great value

when a disease is to be brought to a |

crisis. One author asserts that obsti-
nate ulcers, even of long standing,
and wounds that refuse to heal, may
be brought into active conditions and
speedily made healthy by packing the
affected parts with hot water bottles
or bags. Over the immediate open
surface a pad of lint, made slightly
damp  with glyeerine and water, is
placed. This must be constantly
watched, and renewed as often as it
becomes ' filled  with the discharged
matter, Wliich it speedily  talkes up.
The heat induces activity and in-
creased circulation, and  the pad takes
up the polsonous emanations as they
aceumulate. It is a positively demon-
strated fact that intense heat steadily
applied will break up . any case of
pneumonia in the- earlier or middle
stages, and there are many who do
not believe that a fatal termination to
this disease is at all mnecessary unless
there are other complications. Sim-
ply dry heat is too easy of application
and to unscientific for the ordinary
medical man. It will therefore prob-
ably never be possible to make this a
favorite form of treatment.
