Jesus was coming to  town. The 
people turned out  cn masse to see him. 
Here he comes-the Lord of Glory- 
on foot, dust-covered and road-weary, 
limping along the way, carrying the  
griefs and woes of the world. He 
looks to be sixty years of age when he 
is only about thirty. Zaccheus was a 
short man, and could not see over the 
people’s heads while standing on the 
ground; so lie got  up into a sycamore 
tree tha t  swung its m*m clear over the 
road. Jesus advanced amid the wild 
excitement of the surging crowd. The 
most honorable and popular men of 
the city are looking on, and trying to  
gain his attention. Jesus, instead of 
regarding them, looks up at the little 
man in the tree, and says, “Zaccheus, 
come down, l a m  going home with 
y o u ”  Everybody was di 
think tha t  Christ would go 
so dishonorable a man. 

I aee Christ entering the front door 
of the house of Zaccheus. The king 
of heaven and ear th  sits down; and 
as he looks around on the place a d  
the iamily, he pronounces the bene- 
diction of the  text: “This day is sal. 
vation come to  this house.” 

Zaccheus had mounted tho syca- 
more tree out  of mere inquisitiveness. 
He wanted t o  see horn this stranger 
looked-the color of his eyes, tho 
length of his hair, tlie contour of h i s  
features, the height of his stature. 
“‘come down,” said Christ. 

And so, many people, in this day, 
get  up  into the tree of ciiriosity or 
speculation to  see Christ. They ask a 
thousand qucer questions about his 
divinity, about God’s sovereign ty, and 
the eternal decrees. They specu- 
late, and criticize, and hang on to the 
outside limb of a great svcamor~.  But 
they must come down from tha t  if 
they want  to  be saved.
