church toward Christ.  Christ - is the
‘bridegroom,” and'the church is”the
bride.” The same words we can utter
to-day truthfully ‘whether in regard
to'the church of God in general or “this
: «“Behold, thou
art fair, ' my love.” - The past weck has
been one of prolonged’ congratulation
for - that  we have ' for = twenty-five

‘years been permitted to associate

When I
came  to ~Brooklyn: I found a small

The Tamous Brooklyn Tabernacls Dc')‘-f
‘- stroyed—A X.oss of Over $1,000,000,: =
Just after the morning service and

big tabeérnacle, at: Brooklyn, N. Y.,
was doomed to destruction. Adjoining
the church was the Hotel Regent, eight
stories in hight, wWith a frontage of 90
feet on Clinton avenue and extending
back 200 feet to Waverly avenue.
fire spread from the Tabernacle to'this
hotel and then to the dwelling houses
on Greene avenue and Waverly avenue
opposite the church. The wind carried
the blazing cinders in such quantities
in a southeasterly direction that dwell-
ing houses on Washington avenue, two
squares away and also the Summerfield
Methodist church were set on fire by
them.
