land’s independence. It was decided
to meet in camp at Bridgeport, Ct., in
the summer of 1896, when there will
be opportunity for military evolutions

the union.

Americans Imprisoned in Germany.

Information has been received from
Germany that David - Rothschild, of
Bath, N. Y., has been put into prison
because he protested ‘aganst being
forced to serve in the German navy.
His claims to American citizenship
were not recognized.

1"N. J., a naturalized citizen of the

United States, who has for five months
been confined under military guard in

TALKED ABOUT SILVER..

Comvention 6f White Metal People Held
: at Memphis, Tenn.

Probably the largest assembly ever
held in this country to discuss o single
theme of ‘political economy was the
gathering of 1,500 people representing
every state south of the Ohio river and
east of the Mississippl, at the free
silver, or ““honest money,” convention
at Memphis. - The delegates were Dem-
ocrats, Republicans and Populists, but

. fall were united in the desire for free

silver.  "Among the prominent speakers
were Senator Turple, of Indiana; Alex-
ander Delmar, of California, and Con-
gressman Jos. C. Sibley, of Pennsyl-

vania, whom the silver advocates are
urging forward as their candidate for

president in 1896. Mr, Sibley aroused
greatenthusiasm and made some severe

attacks upon President Cleveland and

Secretary Carlisle for which he was
greatly applauded.

Senator Stewart, of Nevada, was.the
principal speaker at the second day’s
session and his speech was red hot.
There was much intense feeling shown
over the ‘‘Sibley idea” of making the
silver question an issue independent of
old party lines. ‘A number of speakers
denounced the scheme and claimed the
question could be settled with the
present party organizations. Thiscon-
servative element prevailed in the res-
olutions, which were adopted, as they
did not go beyond a strong presenta-
tion of the free silver views of the
gathering. ~But the convention ad-
journed with a scisin in it. One’ fac-
tion advocates the *‘Sibley idea” and
the capture of the Democratic eonven-
tion, and failing in that, independent
political a.ctlon, while - others were
sflghnng the issue stnctly within pa.rty
ines.

LIFE STOR\’ OF" EX—SECRETARV
OF THE TREASURY.

His Shrewdness as & . Tinancler ~Saved
the Country from Much Trouble ' Im-

UGH M'CULLOCH
ex-gsecretary of the
‘treasuny, was born.
at Kennebunk, Me.,
in 1808. He entered
Bowdoin - college,
but. ill-health com-
", ‘pelled him to leave
it before ' complet-
ing his  sophomore
" year.

Barrels ror Chicken Coops.
- Bvery poultry raiser has ‘used old
barrels as coops. But most of them
‘have employed them merely for nests
at night, laying the barrel down on its
side, putting in a handful of straw, and
a brick on each side to keep'it from
rolling.  This plan- is good - enough
when there are no rats or cats around,
or when the fowls are allowed the
range of the farm., In fact'in the east

-it is common practice to fix up such a
barrel, drive down a stake twenty or

more feet from it, and tie a string to
the hen, protecting the leg with a
piece of cloth. The fowls soon ~get
used to being tied, and thus the hen

and her brood are kept off the gardens.:

But this is not an ideal way, nor do
we wish to recommend it, The illus-
tration here given shows a barrel ar-

Twelve
other beasts were experimented. on at
the same time, ‘and fed in the same
way as the former, except the molasses.

in cortain quarters. ' However this may
‘be, tho fashion of removing a ’poxtion'of
the tail of many breeds of dogs is qmte
common, and if it is done with a view
to the provention of madness, it is at
any rate considered most desirable for
these animals to have.a short, blunt tail,

because it' improves their appearance.
