PENNSYLVANIA ANCESTORS OF
ABRAHAM LlNCOLN.

The Tomestead of Mordecal Lincoln in
‘the Vicinity of the City of Reading—

" The Beoones and Others Who Went to
Kentueky.

T IS a fact within
the knowledge of
very - few  people
that on' the east-
ern -slope of - the
- Allegheny m oun-
7 taing  in - Pennsyl-.
~vania,  not: more
w than half a dozen
miles east of Read-
ing, in close ‘prox-
i “imity to Exeter sta-
txon, on the Philadelphia and Reading

railroad, hundreds of people are _daily,

passing within a stone’s throw of the
ancient home of the forefathers of
Abraham ‘Lincoln. All that is general-
ly. known' of ‘the ancestors of Abraham
Lincoln points out that they emigrated

to ‘ Massachusetts, then to New Jer-
sey, and ‘afterwards to Berks county,:

Pennsylvania. From there they moved
to’ Rockingham county, Virginia, and

zﬁnally into Kentucky; where the Presi-

dent was. born. An investigation

k pr'dves ‘too, that the Lincolns were not

always poor, but that some of them
were distinguished citizens of Massa-
chusetts, and ‘the great-great-grand-
father of the President was a promi-
nent and extensive landholder in Penn-
sylvama

‘The Lincoln famlly is’ of Enghsh

origin and the name was quite com--

‘mon in England in the early part of
the seventeenth century. Samuel Lin-
coln, the emigrant, settled in Hingham,
Mass., some time near the close of the
seventeenth - century. He had a son
named Mordecai, who was born in 1657,
and who was married to Sarah Jones.
‘Mordecai also had a son by the name
‘of Mordecai, who moved south to New
Jersey, and bought a large ‘tract of
land.: He 'was the. great-great-grand-
father of President Lincoln.. His! wife

‘died in New Jersey and his family econ-

sisted”at least of ome som,.and’ prob-
ably one or two daughters at this time.
The son’s name was John and he is
'in the- direct line of the ancestors of
the President. Mordecai came to Ex-

eter township, Berks county, Pennsyl-
vania, about the year 1720, and bought'|
- a large territory. of lend in close prox-
imity to what is now Exeter Station,

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[ Lincoln had’ three sons and four daugh-

ters, whose names were John; Morde-
cai, ‘Thomas; Hannah, May, Ann and
Sarah. In 'aecordance with the ex-
pressed intimation in his will, another

son was born in 1736, shortly after he
died. This son wag named Abraham, .

and it is of him that we know more
than of any of the Berks county Lm~
colns.

He lived: here all his life, and was
prominent in the affairs of his county
and state. He served prior to the revo-
lution as a commissioner of Berks
county for a number of terms, and dut%
ing the revolution, on March 21, 17717,
he was appointed one of the sub-lieu-
tenants of the county,  In that office

he was very active'in raising troops:

and forwarding supplies to the Conti-

nental army, and was.frequently com-

plimented from headquarters for. his
zeal and ability. He was a member of
the Pennsylvania Legislature in. 1782,

became a delegate to the Pennsylvama
convention which ratified the constitu-
tion of the United States, and he was
also ‘a member of the constitutional
convention in 1787. The signature of
Abraham Lincoln. is found affixed to
many of the deeds and public docu-
ments in the archives of Berks county.
He married Anna Boone, a cousin of
Daniel Booue, Kentuckys famous

“pioneer.

However, Abraham Lincoln. is not
in a direct line of the President’s an-

cestors, as has been supposed by many.-

His half-brother, John, the oldest son
of Mordecai, and the only son of his
first wife, was the great grandfather
of Abraham. Lincoln, the martyred
President,

in New Jersey, which he in all prob-
ability occupied before his - father’s
death, but which he left shortly after
the occurrence of the latter event, and
came to Berks county, Pennsylvania,
where he had purchased some land only
a mile distant from the old homestead.
Tradition locates the spot where stood
the house in which he lived.

About the middle of the eighteenth
century, along in the sixties, the spirit
of unrest affected not only the Boones,
but the Lincolns.

The long-expected call for an extra

ssession of the state legislature has at
- 1ast been issued by Gov. Pingree. ~The

date for the meeting. of the. extra ses-

sion is Tuesday, March 22. " The gov-

.ernor’s proclamation is as follows:

“Fo all whom it may concern, greeting:

By Sec. 6, of Art.. 5 of the constitu{

#tion of the state of Michigan, it is pro-
‘vided that the governor sha.ll take care
that the law be faithfully exécuted.

By Sec. 7 of the same article he is
‘given the power to convene the legisla-
‘ture on extraordinary occasions.

' By Sec. 11 of Art. 14 it is made'the
‘duty of the 1emsl¢tu1c to provide an
uniform rule of taxation.

By Sec. 12 of the same article “all
nssessaments hereafter authorized shall
be ‘on property at its" cash value.”
"These prowelons have been a part of

" the fundamentul law of thc state since
1850.

In violation of the’ spirit, if not the
Tetter, of these provisions of the con-
:stitution, laws have been passed from
“time to time, by which railroad com-
‘panies, express compmmes, telegr aph
and telephone companies now owning
aceording to their own sworn retur nq,
at least one-third of the property of
this ‘state; are required to pay only
about ' one-twenty-sixth of the taxes
levied for state, county and municipal
purposes, leaving their just propor tion
-of supporting our schools, asylums and
other public institutions and defraying
the public expenses to fall upon - the
farmers,: laborers, manufacturers and
other property-owners of the state.

Taxation has, in many parts of the
state, become in  the nature of" conﬁs-

«cation, the amount levied being greater
‘than the property taxed can be made
‘o produce. .

The situation has be(,ome almost un-
‘bearable, and  demands an immediate
remedy, which can only. be frlven by
‘the legislature..

It is the duty of the.governor, under
‘his oath of office, to see that the con-
stitution of the state is obeyed and the
daws faithfully executed, and to sub-

“ mit to the lurlsluture, from time to
time, his views upon existing mischiefs,

5o that a remedy can be plonded

In obedience to this duty, I hereby
<eall the legislature of the 'state to
‘meet in extraordinary session on Tues-
~day, 22d day of March, 1898, at noon of
~that . day, to eonsider the question of

shall be submltted by aspecial message.
