The secretaries were then empowered
to prepare the treaty articles embody-
ing the cession of Cuba, Porto Rico and
the Philippines and the payment by
the United States of $20,000,000. The
American demands included the acqui-
sition of the whole of the Philippine
and Sulu groups for $20,000,000, and it
is also understood the United:States
will purchase the Caroline group. The
question of the debt of Cuba was left

unsettled.

The Presbyterians, Bap- -
tists  and -Methodists—North - augdt
South; the Congregationalists, United”
Brethren, Episcopalians and  Friends
are represented in this movement.

It is assumed that whatever form of
government may be established in the -
islands hitherto under the sovereignty
of Spain, religious liberty = will  be-
guaranteed, and it is intended that the-
preaching of the gospel of peace shall
follow as quickly and as widely as pos-
sible the distressing ravages of war.
