Death of a Noted Fenian.

James S:ephens. the. well-known
Fenian leader of the 1866 movement,
died at his home at.Sutton, Ireland,
Friday, in.the pretty cottage which
was presented to him by his country-
men, in May, 1892, a few months after
his return to Ireland from his twenty-
five' years of exile. However soberly
written the history of James Stephens

would ~surpass in -Interest most ro-|

mances.  He organized what was de-
scribed’ as “the  greatest and . :.most
widespread secret soclety of modern
days,” and he risked his life and: lost
his liberty -In the effort to frse Ireland
by force of arms and establish an Irish
republic. LWhile organizing the Fen-
ians in Ireland he covered on foot in
the year 1859 no fewer than 3,500 miles
and met thousands of people, in not
one of whom he made a mistake. Mr.
Stephens was 72 years old, but until
within a few months he was possessed
of unimpaired physical .and mental
powers.

An earthquake was felt in” the p'\l—
ace at Constantine on Mar. 31, at the
momect of the Bairan ceremony. when
the high officials’ were passing . before
the sultan’s throne. . A panic resulted,
particularly among the diplomatists in
the gallery many of whom immediately
left the paiace. The band ceased play-
ing and the musicians rushed to the
doors.  Pieces of plaster fell from the
ceiling and portions of the. chandeliers
were broken, adding to the general
alarm. The sultan arose from his
throne and took a few steps appar-
ently intending to leave the chamber,
but he preserved great calmness and
presence of mind which had a’good ef-
fect.. Afier a moment’s hesitation his
majesty ‘reseated himself upon the
throne and ordered the ceremony to’
proceed. A reception followed, with-
out fmther incident. .
