| THE COMING FAIR

The Fair of 1901 at Cass City to
Surpass All Prévious Ei‘fo rts.

. The first Tair to be held uuder the
direction of the Tuscola, Huron and
Sanilac District Fair Association, at
‘Cass City, was in the fall of 1890, and
bwas a success. About six hundred
family tickets were sold and the total
receipts. were. $1,353.76, léaving a bal-

were paid $200 rent paid in advance for
'91 and $100 loaned the : Driving' Park
Association, The first president of
the association was Sylvester Ale, fath-
er of the present secretary, A. H. Ale.
John Striffler was viee-president for
several . years, and among the early
officers were: A. D, Gillies, C. W. Me-
Phail,-Jas. Reagh, Jacob Hartsell, H.
H, Wilson, E.S. White, J. W. Murphy,
T. M. Bradshaw, N. Bigelow; H. M,
Sansburn and O. C. Wood. There
were a few years when it was impossible
to make tinances come out right, ow-
ing to inclement weather or other un-
avoidable hindrances, but the associa-
tion has petsevered and for the last
three or four years the Cass City Fair
has surpassed, generally speaking, any
Fair in the section—in fact our Fair
has become known far and near as an
affair having distinctive features of its
own, aimed to instruct and entertain
the people, and succeeding admirably.

i The word “fair” is derlved from the
Latm “forum,” a market place, or
“ferlae,” a holiday, and originally sign-
ifled great periodical market regularly
held in most parts of Europe and in
many parts of Asia. They appear to
have originated in the church festivals,
which were found to afford convenient

.opportunities for commercial, transac-

tions, the concourse of people being
such as took place on no' other occa-
sion. Some festivals speedily acquir-
ed a much greater commercial impert-

by buyers and sellers from remote
parts of the world. In some parts of
the continents persons of all ranks
still ‘wait for the great yearly fair to
make their principal purchases of
clothihg and even manufactured ar-
ticles of every description. At fairs
held on” the outskirts of civilization
the produce also of great provinces are
sold at annual fairs. The British fairs,
of much use still, are chiefly those at
which cattle are exposed for sale, while
in some parts of Scotland lambs and
wool are sold. -The old time fairs are
spoken of as “gatherings adapted to a
comparatively backward state of soci-
ety, when the provincial stores. of
goods were few, and the means of com-
munication defective. The prevalence
of good roads, populous tuowns with
dealers in miscellaneous wares, and
other advances, superceded the neces-
sity for the ordinary class of fairs,”
and in many cases they became merely
places for merriment, such as the
Donnybrook Fair near Dublin. There
are no fairs in the United States of the
kind so - common’ in ‘the old world.
The originator of agricultural fairs in
the United States was Elkanah Wat-
son, a prosperous merchant of Albany,
N,Y. Through his influence, in 1819,
the state legislature appropriated- $10,-
000 a year for six years for premiums
on agneultural products and . family
manufactures Iu 1839 the state agri-
cultural society was incorporated, and
the 1dea spread over the entire coun-
try.

- The  Tair affords an opportunity for
the farmer to exhibit his stock, poul:
try -or produce, or articles of home
manufacture, side by side with those
of his neighbors, is thereby able to com-
pare them and get many helpful ideas
and suggestions. The same applies to
the display in the ladies’ deparments,
in fact to all departments in which
exhibits are made. ~As a rule the new-
est improvements in farm and other
machinery are displayed and those in-
terested have a chance tv inspect and
crmmse, ‘and. later are able to buy in-
telligently. - In; stock and poultry no
small amount. of business  is ‘done
through the exhibits at the. Fair, as
would-be purchasers there have the
prwﬂege of examining the stock’ and
learning something of “its value, thus
making the Tair a valuable advertis-
ing medium for the stock raiser and
poultryman, - Machinery sales are also
common.

“But aside from all these beneﬁts
comes the pleasure of meeting with
old friends and ‘acquaintances from
many different sections,  whom per-
haps we would not otherwise see in
years. Cass City is better prepared
than ever she has been to entertain ‘a
large gathering of people and she has
ever enjoyed a reputation for hospital-
ity.

the prow of the ship' dominates. On
the top of the gun are “sights” for
aiming, just as in-a rifle. . Behind is
the stock, which is. grasped in. the
hand when firing -the gun, and - be-
neath it the trigger.. The breech is a
box-like 'arrangement,: situated -just
where the stock is fastened. to the gun
proper. The gun is loaded in the or-
dinary way from the muzzle, and the
harpoon is tightly rammed . into it. "To
discharge the gun, a small cartridge,

-with' a wire attached, ‘is-first put into’

the: breech,  Pressureon. the trigger
causes a pull on the: wixe which ignites
the cartridge and ,discharges the, gun
simultaneously.
