'PLUM PUDDING,

Plain Directions For Making This
Christmun Luxury.

"Place in. a vessel one pound of beet
kidney suet, very dry, free from fibers
and chopped very fine; one 'pound of
seeded Malaga raisins; one pound of
currants, cleaned and wasbed in plenty
of water; one pound of bread crumbs,
sifted through a sieve; a quarter of a
pound of lemon peel, _chopped very
fine; one pound of powdered sugar,
four tablespoonfuls of flour, a quarter
of an ounce of nutmeg iad allspice, a
pint of brandy and six eggs.

.Mix the whole well together. - Dip
a strong_cloth, in cold" water and wring .
§t out to extract all the moisture.
Spread it open on a table and butter it
liberally with butter softened to the
consustency of cream. . Dredge over
with sifted flour and shake the cloth
to remove any excess of the flour that
failed to .adhere to the butter. Lay in
the center of the cloth the prepared
mixture. Form it in the shape of a
ball and raise up the edges of the cloth,
bringing the four ends together all
around, so as to inclose the preparation
well, then tighten and tie firmly.

Have on the fire a high saucepan
three-quarters full of water. When
this boils plunge in the plum pudding
and let it cook for three hours. Then
remove it and have it stand for five
minutes before cutting the string. Un-
do the cloth carefully and invert: the
pudding on a hot dish. - Sprinkle it
with ‘sugar. Pour over some brandy
or rum and set it on fire. Serve imme-
diately with bhard sauce.—St. Louis
Post-Dispateh.

- Sauce For Plum Pudding.

Four tablespoonfuls of butter, whites
of two eggs, one cup powdered sugar,
one gill of brandy and one gill of boil-
ing water. Cream the butter, add grad-
ually the sugar, and beat until white
and light. Add the whites, one at a
time, beating ‘all the while. ~ When
ready to serve add the brandy and wa-
ter. Stand in‘a basin of boiling water
over the fire, stir until creamy, - and it
is mady for use.

A sauce without brandy is- made as
follows: One tablespoont‘ul of corn-
starch, one tablespoonful of butter, one
pint of boiling water, one egg, one-half,
cup of sugar. Put cornstarch, egg and
sugar in-a bowl and mix them well.
Pour over them the boiling water and
"Add any
flavoring. i a

Cranberry and Apple Sauce.

Take one quart of cranberries, two
cupfuls of sugar, two cupfuls of wa-
ter. Pick over the berries carefully
and wash in cold water. Put them
into a porcelain lined saucepan, with
enough water to cover, and cook until
tender. Then, add the sugar and re-

‘move. from the stove just as soon as

the sugar has been dlissolved. Serve
hot or cold. Select the berries careful-
ly; boil them slowly without stirring.
Jf treated in this way they will retain
their shape and the sauce lel be clenr
and transparent,

Apple sauce is for roast goose. Peel
and core six tart apples. Put them in-
to a saucepan and just cover with wa-
ter. Boil until tender, then press
through a colander. Add a teaspoon- .
ful of butter, a dash of nutmeg or cin-
namon and sweeten to taste.

The houses in Bethlehem are scat

Most of the
business of the town is carried on in
the market place: during the morning
and housekeepers purchase their pro
visions daily from-the men and women
squatting on the ground of this central
square, where they spend lours’ bar
gaining over the price of each article.
The lLomes of the natives are very
simply - furnished. = The comfortables
which serve for beds at night are all
put away on a shelf on one side of the
room by day. In one corner stands a
large stone pitcher of water. This the
women fill twice a day from the village
well, which is the general meeting
place of friends and strangers, and
this is the starting place of all the
news and gossip of the town. The
small hand mill'is an important article
in every home. Their cooking stove is
a little earthenware hearth. On this
the coffeepot can be found at almost
any hour of the day, or the large pan
which contains the rice or beans, which
constitute the most important meal of
the day. On the walls of the Latin
homes are small crucifixes and in the
Greek gilded pictures of saints. The
Bethlehemites are very proud of the

| fact that they dwell in the very town

where the Saviour was born. i
The center of interest in Bethlehem,

| both to the inhabitants and to the vis-

itor, is the large cluster of buildings
congisting of the Church of the Nativ-
ity surrounded by the Latin and Greek
convents. This most interesting edifice
in all Palestine is the oldest Christian
church in existence. It was built over
a site the authenticity of which . is lit-
ile digputed. . St. Helena founded the

Yehureh in 835 A. D., at the time when

she erected so many beautiful edifices
upon sacred gites in Palestine. If this
church in Bethlehem had been built
entirely according to her plan it would
have been simply magnificent, but for
some unknown reason her details were
never carried out. “Still the church has
standing ‘remains which show some-
thing of its former grandeur. The beau-
tiful Corinthian pillars of marble and
the cedar beams from the Lebanon,
which uphold the roof, and the faded
remains of the beautiful frescoes on
the walls all give one an idea of the
magnificence of her plan.: )
The present church built over the,
site and adjoining this*basilica of St.
Helena is owned in common by the
Latins, the Greeks and the Armenians,
who each have their own. separate
share in it and their own small chapels
within the one building. The Turk
fiolds control of it and sells the privi-
lege of possession of the various sacred
spots ~to - the . highest bidder. The
Greeks, being the wealthiest of the
oriental Christians, own the largest
chapel. This is a source of great sor-
fow to the Latins, and because of the
unfriendly feeling between -all these

different sects Turkish sentries are sta-
tioned to keep the peace within all the
churcheg in Palestine which are owned
by several sects in comnon.
_ The grotto of the manger, the site of
all sacred sites in the whole world, is
reached by a descent of marble stairs,
‘which. lead down  below “the chancel
Here is a small grotto, where, in the
place of the stable of history, is a mug-
nificent little chapel resplendent with
gold and silver decorations. Many
rows of golden lamps hanging from the
rocky ceiling shed a gorgeous though
subdued light into the otherwise dark
and gloomy inclosure,  The cradle in
which the Holy Infant lay is, accord-
ing to tradition; in the Church of Santa
Maria Maggiore in Rome. An altar
gtands on the spot of the manger, and
above it is a large painting of the sta-
‘ble in which the great Nativity took
place. An altar lighted up by many
gilded lamps, which burn day and
night, records the visit of the magi
and the offering of .their rare gifts of
frankinecense and myrrh. This inci-
dent is also depicted in a large paint
ing. A golden star in the marble foor
is inscribed: “Hic Natus: Est Jesus
Christus de Virgine Maria.”

The whole chapel containing these
two altars is only thirty-seven feet
long and eleven wide. The walls are

covered with rich though ‘scmewhat

faded  tapestries and paintings. ~As
one gazes‘around and meditates on the
agsociations of the place, looking on the
cave, which in- all probability is the
very.one which stood below the inn,
and as one’s eye rests upon the devoted
pilgrims prostrating themscives before
these altars in gratitude of soul, one is
greatly impressed with the realization

of one’s surroundings and their mar-

velous history. o
Under the building are caves. DBe-
neath one. of the altars down in these

‘grottoes is a dark recess behind an iron

grating. By the light of torches in the
hands of the monks, who act as guides,
one peers down into the grewsome
depths below. The monks tell us that
this is the pit where the massacred in-
fants were cast. Here also is a large
painting depicting the details of . this
tragic event. The most interesting of
all these caves is that in whieh the no-
ble St. Jerome lived and died and from
whence he gave to the world his great
life work of translation.

As the church and the convents are
built on fhe very highest point of the

hiil the view from their towers is that-

of a magnificent landscape spreading
out for miles before one. Beyongd the
undulating plains just below the hill of
Bethlehem is the wilderness of Judaea
leading from Jerusalem down to the
valley of the Jordam.

STARTLING -STATISTICS COLLECTED
BY ENGLISH TEMPERANCE WORKER.

Fifty-six Per Cent of Children of
DrnnkmLMot‘liém Die at Birth,
The Rest Go Into Asylums and
Prisons. -

Naturally the amount of drinking
that goes on in England is not a sub-
jeet about which "English people like
‘to hear much; and perhaps this ue-
counts for the scant attention which
the London press has given to the
gtartling statements concerning: drunk-
enness among the women of Greuat
Britain and the extent to which infants
are taught to drink which Miss Frances
Zannetti- has just. made betore the So-
ciety Fqr the:Study of Inebriety.

Miss Zannetti, ‘who is an inspector of
the poor at Manchester, has been mak-
ing a special study of intemperance
among. mothers and Its effect on child
life, and “terrible” is about the mild-

est word she can find to describe the re-

sults of her investigations. Police ve-
‘ports in Muucheéter for 1902, she says,
showed that the t"\greuteSt number of
women convicted for drunkenness dur-
ing the year were of ages between
twenty and fifty. Thus, according to
Miss Zannetti, during the most useful
period 'of their lil"ev thousands of woni-
en were not only destroying their own
vonstitutions. but probably giving birth
to neurotic, vicious  children. tainted
with alcoholism  and disease. large

numbers of whom, did they survive a,

‘neglected infaney, grew. up weak and
rickety. to lower still further the stand-
ard of natural efficiency by adding to
the burden of [)ailégris;ll and crime,
Among women .the gross death rate

from alcoholism Was seventy-tour per’

million higher than among males, and
from 1881 to 1900, while the male deatb
‘rate from this cause increased 48 per
‘cent, that of females went up 73 per
cent. )

Miss Zannetti maintained that therve
‘would be fewer juvenile criminais if
mothers were temperate., Numbers of
infants, she said,”were actually nursed
upon alcohol, since the habit of drink-
ing Dbeer, stout and ‘other alcoholies
during recovery from childbirth was a
common one among women of the low-
er classes, and, She continued. that this
practice was responsible for much fe-
male inebriety, ‘fq'r many women then
tasted alcohol fo‘r' the first time through
the foolish advice of nurses.

Frequently a woman who had re-
formed during her detention in a re-
treat lapsed after the birth of another
child, and, as though sufficient injury
had npot already afflicted the child
through its m'othq‘f, its digestive disor-
ders were recklessly treated with drops
of gin and brandy, and it was encour-
aged to taste beer whenever its parents
were drinking.

‘This woman inséﬁ)ector declared that
in Manchester women were accustom-
ed to gather together for what was
called their *“share of a pint,” and in
the afternoon tea containing gin or
rum was dispensed by one woman to
her friends, who in thefr turn treated
her. L

For the Study of Inebriety upon what
Miss Zannetti had ‘gaid Dr. Claye Shaw,
the psychologist, declared that of in-
fants born of drunken mothers 56 per
cent died at birth or in early infancy,
and a large proportion of the remain-
der provided inmates for asylums and
prisons, :

"HINDOO CUSTOMS.

The Sword Plays n Prominent Part
In Oaths and Marringes,

The sword plays many different roles
in Hindoo manners and customs. There
are certain warlike tribes among.whom
oaths taken over the sword are bind-
ing, while taken otherwise they are
not. A similar sentiment prevalls
among some predatory classes of Ku-
rope, “where oaths taken over their
weapons of offense—a dagger, a pon-
iard, a rapier—are considered binding.
The idea with these classes seems to
be that perjury committed after taking
oaths over their weapons recoil; that
they die by the weapon against which
they perjure themselves. -

In Berar, in India, women who are
about to lead an irregular life marry
a sword. This marriage in name, as
an emblem of conjugal life, serves as
a ray of consolation to them in the
midst of their evil doings. In certain
parts of India-when a Hindoo is about
to marry a third wife, which marry-
ing 1s considered an ill omen, he mar-
ries a tree, for obviating the ill omen,
before he marries the third Iady.

In Kathiawar there is still the cus-
tom for rajput princes who are much
married to marry. other wives by
means of a sword. They send over
their sword to the bride’s pcople. The
bride .is married to it with all the re-
quired pomp and splendor, the only dif-
ference being that the prince’s sword
becomes a substitute for him, . the
bridegroom. The legality of this mar-
riage to a sword is indisputable. The
bride married to it enters the rajput
zenana as a legally married wife.

THE SOBER SOUTH.

More Saloons In New York Than Im
All States Below the Ohio.
There are more saloons in the state
of New York than in all the states
gouth of the Ohio river, including Ar-
kansas and Louisiana, the figures re-

spectively being 34,000 and 27,000. This

surprising statement is made by Alon-
zo E. Wilson, chairman of the Prohibi-
tion state committee of Illinois, and
there is reason to believe that it is true.

In Mississippi 65 counties out of 75
have prohibition, In Texas 133 out of
243, with sales restricted in many parts
of 62 others; in- Kentucky 47 out of
119, while 3 other counties have one li-
censed town each and 19 counties two

licensed towns each; in Georgia 103 .

out of 137, in Arkansas 54 out of 85,
with partial plohibition in two other
counties, and in- Virginia 50 out of 100,

‘with expectations of adding 25 counties

to the prohibitich column soon.

In Tennessee of the 5,500 cities and
towns only 8 have the unrestricted sale
of liquor; in North Carolina 20 per cent
of the saloons have been closed since
the passage of a local option bill last
spring; In West Virginia a considerable
extent of territory has been brought
under local prohibition, and in Ala-
bama a movement is on foot for a state
prohibition law.

Two reasons are asgsigned for this
rapid closing of the saloons—one the
increasing feeling that liquor must be
kept away from the dissolute degro,
the movement thus being one of self

protection on the part of the whites; -

the other that prohibition sentiment
receives practical expression because in
the supremacy of one political party
the saloon interests cannot trade one
party off against another.

" Using the Mop.
Every one who has mopping to do
should ‘use two mops for doing it, one
for cleaning the floor and another
large dry one for wiping it. In this
way the work is done more  easily,
quickly and, I think, better. If there is
so much mopping to be done that the
wiping mop gets too wet the . cloths
might be changed for dry ones, but
for an ordinary floor one large mop
will do very well. After the mopping
is done the mops should of course be
rinsed and may be hung up to dry over
a railing-or fence in the back yard. In
this way the wringing, which is the
hardest part of the work, is avoided
entirely. I have never used a patent
mop wringer, so I cannot say that my
way is better than- theirs, but it cer-
tainly is cheaper.—Good Housekeeping.

AFRENCH NEW YEAR’S FETE

Interesting Observziixteu Amdng the
Early lnhubltuutﬂ of Cunndu.

Several entries occur. in the pnvute
journal of the Jesuxts 1ecently pub-
lished, which throw an mtexestmg ‘light
upon the custom of New. Ye.us ob-
servance in the early days of the
I'rench regime in Canada and the cor-
diality which reigned among the inhab-
itants of New ¥rance. *

Doubtless at the gloomy close of the
old regime, when the infamous- Bigot
and his licentious followers held high
carnival at Quebee, the tl.idxtxonal re-
h"xous observances of New, Year’s day
were on the wane. Gambling boodling
and profligacy in high places overshad-
owed the land.

In the early Janualy of 1708 Mont-
calin wrote to Chevalier de St.. Levis

-apropos the fete of the new  year,

“Grand souper au palais, j’ai en comme
de raison la‘feve, et Mme Peau fut ma
reine.”

A supper, and a grand one, took
place that night at the intendant’s pal-
ace. Montealm drew the magic. bean.
IHe was the king, and the fascinating
Mme. Peau was selected as his queen,

When Montealm speaks of drawing
the magie bean he refers to a festive
ceremony which was observed in Can-
ada on New Year's day or Epiphany.
In town or. country-it-was customary
for old and young .to.assemble in the
evening and partake in the operation
of cufting the cake (tirer le gateau).
The party gathered about a large ta-

Dble and watched the cutting with great

interest, the young people especially
being eager to see who would be the

fortunate recipient of the slice in which
the pea or bean. was imbedded.

The

or of the bean was crowned king and
of the pea queen, and they were treat-
ed for the remaindeér of the evening
with the homage due to such royal per-
sonages.—Boston Herald.

New Yenr’s In the Flowery Kingdom
k Described by ar American. .
“New Year’s day is a red letter day
fn Japan,” said the woman who has
lived in the Flowery Kingdom to the
little circle who sat around the open
grate exchanging experiences of the
week the other day.  “First of all ey-

‘ery house, large or small, rich or poor, |

makes some attempt at decoration. Not
to decorate would be unlucky.
pine trees are used, one black. the oth-
er green, symbolizing the male and fe-
male sides of the house. Deep holes
are dug on each side of the entrance,

Shinto gods and request a continuation
of their favors. The lanterns are in-
evitable. At night the effect is bril-
liant—the entire city of Tokyo illu-
mined fromn one end to the other with
thousands of the palest, most exquisite
and artistic lantern ideas that night
ever brought forth.

“The Japanese have a good New
Year’s custom.which we might emu-
late to advantage—the universal cus-
tom of paying all bills and starting the
new year free from debt. Many and
most strenuous are the efforts a Jap-
anese man of business or a househbold:
er will take to discharge his liabilities.

“New Year's day is the great time
for visiting, which begins early in the
morning.  The mikado holds a’ recep-
tion, and everybody, from the highest
officials down to the lowest ranks, goes
a-calling. Jinrikishas are whirled from
house to house by their swift footed
human steeds, cards are left, and pres-
ents are numnerously given. Everybody
wears the eastern apploumatmn to a
Christmas look on his face. What the
gift costs is not nearly so important
as how it is tied up. Japanese etiquette
is very punctilious on this point.. The
present must be wrapped in a particu-
lar kind of paper, fastened with a par-
ticular cord of red and white paper
rolled in a string which must be tied
in .a peculiar knot, and finally there
must be a small symbol of folded pa-
Without the latter no mesent
ever changes hands.

- “Iiverybody, of course, wears the best
garments of which his or her ward-
robe boasts. The streets are crowded,
and the children and their fathers and
mothers, too, are a1l out playing at bat-
tledoor and shuttlecock and flying kites

“I bave taken ub this thing of drunk-'
enness so particularly because in my

experience as a magistrate 1 have
found that 60 per cent of the cases that
come before me are the result of drink.
I have been asked why I burden myself
with the disagreeable features of per-
sonal responsibility. Why not leave it
to some member of the drunkard’s fam-
ily? That has been tried and has fall-
ed. The member of the family who
dared to complain in the way the law
necessitates finds it difficult to live in
the same house with the person com-
plained of. That is one reason why the
law has been a dead letter.”

'NOTES ON PRUMING.

By pruning we may control -the

shapes of orchard trees to a certain
e.\tent making low and compact heads
fom, whlch the orop s easrly gath-
ered.
- One of the problems of prumng is
he t:eatment of ‘the wounds mada
by the knite: Anyone who sets out to
rejuvenate an old, neglected orchard
finds the question of how to treat the
scars left by cutting out the large
limbs, necessary to the proper thin-
ning of the head, a difficult one. This
is'a good argumcnt for pruning when
the trees are young and doing a little
§ ystematic cutting out with each suc-

ceedivg year, so-that' no severe meas-

ures are neceqsary

In the excision of large lxmhs too‘

imuch importance can not be placed
on making the cut close to the body
of the tree. If cut close to the tree
the wood produced by the cambium or
tissue dying bepeath the bark and
next the wood cylinder or trunk, in
time covers it; if, on the other hand,

.a stub is left, nature’s healing pro-

‘cesses can not possibly reach out to
‘cover the woody part. In other words,
the cambium, or the growth it induces,
hermetically shuts in the end of ‘the
stub, preserving it from decay, from
bacteria and fungi. - An exposed stub
is often the cause of a rotten branch
or trunk, and the death of the tree.
Good hortlcultural authorities now

insist that all pruning cuts should be |

made close to and even with the out-
line of ‘the trunk, no matter if the
area, of the wound is increased there-
by. Make it perfectly even with the
trunk, that every. part of it may be
trought into" the - nearest. and- most
direct communication with the leaves
through the networks of cells that con-
vey the descending: sap.

+ A dressing of lead pamt or of tar
should  be ~applied - to. the wound.
Grafting wax, etc., tend to peel off;
‘paint. and tar are antiseptic, ‘whereas

. The condition of the crops at the
present time is reported as being good
as a whole throughout the Mississippi
‘valley.
