. Imperialism,

If we would retain our liberties and
constitutional rights unimpaired, we can-
not 'permit or - tolerate, at any time or
for any purpose, the -arrogation of un-
constitutional powers by the executive
branch of our government. We should
be “ever mindful of the words of Web-
ster, ‘‘Liberty  is ~only to be preserved
by malntaining constitutional restraints
and a just division of political powers.”

Already the national government has
become : centralized - beyond any point
contemplated or imagined by the fourd-
ers of the constitution. How . tremend-
ously all this has added to the power of
the president! It -has. developed . from
year to year until it almost equals that
of many monarchs. - While the growth of
our country and the magnitude of inter-
state interests may  seem .to furnish a
plausible reason for this centralization of
power, yet these same facts afford the
‘most potent reason why the ' executive
should not be permitted to encroach upon
