The Michigan Sugar Com-
pany Board of Directors last
week announced that the ini-
tial payment to its grower/
owners for the 2002 sugar
beet crop will be $26 per ton.

The Dec. 15 payment will
be about 65 to 75 percent of
the total estimated net value
of the sales of sugar, pulp and
molasses. Other payments
will be made throughout
2003, and the final payment
will be made in October af-
ter a year-end audit is com-
pleted.

“The board is very pleased
that the first crop to be pro-
cessed by the grower-owned
factorics has an average
yield of 18.9 tons per acre,
with an 18.5 percent sugar
content,” said board Chair-
man Thomas Zimmer.
“Nearly 2.4 million tons of
sugar beets were delivered (o
Michigan Sugar this harvest
season.”

The beets will be processed
into more than a half-billion
pounds of sugar and mar-
keted under the Pioncer and
Peninsular brand names.

The cooperative operales
sugar beet processing facto-
ries in Caro, Carrollton,
Croswell and Sebewaing,
and employs more than 350
year-round and 1,000 sea-
sonal employces.

Protest delays snowmobile ban

A ban on snowmobiles in
the village of Cass City,
scheduled to go into effect
today (Wednesday), will be
delayed following a monthly
Village Council mecting
Monday night.

The decision was prompted
by the protests of some 30
area residents who attended
the meeting and voiced their

opposition to a new ordi-
nance adopted by the coun-
cil in October.

Council members approved
the ban following discussion
that focused on complaints
of snowmobilers trespassing
on residential property,
riding at excessive speeds
and causing property dam-
age. Trustees also noted that
other area municipalities
have ordinances prohibiting

Previously, snowmobiles
were allowed on local and
major streets in the village,
with the exception of Main
and Seeger streets, as well as
the village park. The revised
ordinance prohibits the ve-
hicles with few exceptions,
including use in the line of
official duties for law en-
forcement, during periods of
cmergency, and special
events.

Area resident Greg Erla
served as spokesman for the
snowmobile enthusiasts at
Monday’s council meeting,
saying the group would like
the council to reconsider.

Erla noted he had spoken
with village officials about
the issue and was concerned
about some of the comments
he heard, such as snowmo-

biles not being as popular
today as in past ycars. Some-
one clse said he didn’t have
a snowmobile and didn’t
care, he said.

Erla indicated he was also
concerned about comments
regarding local police being
unable to catch those who
violate local snowmobile
laws. “The police depart-
ment needs to ticket these
individuals. They need to
enforce the law.” he said.
“With the new ordinance.
how are you going to catch
them if you can’t catch them
now?””

Erla said snowmobiles are
very popular today, with
morce than twice the vehicles
registered in Michigan com-
pared to motorcycles. He
also 1old the council that
snowmobilers have a signifi-

cant impact on the local
economy.

Erla asked that the new or-
dinance be put on hold, and
he proposed a trio of alterna-
tive ordinances that would
allow snowmobile riders ac-
cess to the village and park
while maintaining a safe dis-
tance from the sledding hill
and skating arcas.

The first proposal also
would prohibit snowmobiles
inside a one-block radius of
the main intersection, set a
minimum driving age of 16
years if not accompanied by
an adult, and a speed limit of
20 miles per hour or less.
Another proposal would
provide riders with routes
giving them access to busi-
ness and recreational arcas in

Schmidt enjoying stay in Thumb

Experiencing a year living
and learning in another
country has changed drast-
cally as communication and
cultural barriers have faded
across the globe in recent
years.

In fact, many of the young
people who arrive in the Cass
City arca from foreign coun-
tries through the Rotary Ex-
change Program say they've
enjoyed a relatively casy
transition period. in spite of
some difficulty with the lan-
guage, much of that related
to the English spoken in the
United States.

Count Hendrik Schmidt, 16,
among the exchange stu-
dents who have found their
time in Michigan's Thumb
enjoyable.

Schmidt, who has been liv-
ing with the Michelle and
Jeft Hanby family for the past
3 months, is being sponsored
by the Cass City Rotary
Club. He is  from
Neumuenster, Germany, a
city of about 80,000 people
ncar Hamburg.

This isn’t Schmidt's first
taste of America. He previ-
ously visited Florida twice

Services, jobs lost

Budget cuts
total $450,000

Tuscola County Commis-
sioners last week approved
what could be just the first
round of service cuts follow-
ing voters’ rejection of a spe-
cial millage request in No-
vember.

The cuts approved during a
special session last Wednes-
day total $450,000 and tar-
get several departments, with
animal control and a county
park eliminated altogether.
The cuts also eliminate at
least 3 full-time and 2 part-
time jobs.

The cuts follow a failed re-
quest for .9 of a mill in the
Nov. 5 general election. The
millage, which would have
raised an  estimated
$997,000 the first year, was
defeated by about 700 votes.

As cxpected, commission-
ers subsequently reviewed a
variety of departments in an
effort to reduce or eliminate
funding for non-mandated
services such as emergency
services, animal control, ma-
rine safety patrol, economic/
job development, the local
airport authority, Michigan
State University Extension/
4-H programs, soil conserva-
tion and county planning
programs.

“Although commissioners
went harder on the non-pub-
lic safety issues in order to
preserve the public safety is-
sues, they (made) some cuts
to the (sheniff’s) road patrol
— $38,000 - and they pre-
served emergency services/
homeland security,” county
Administrator-Controller
Mike Hoagland explained.

Sheriff Tom Kern said the
funding reduction will not
affect the number of depu-
ties on the roads, however,
there will be cuts in part-time
and overtime hours.

“A big chunk — $20,000
— is going to come out of
not buying a new car, and
$7,000 is coming out of al-
cohol enforcement,” he said.
“The other $10,000 basically
will be coming out of other
line items.”

Hoagland said commission-

ers plan to save more than
$50,000 by freezing clected
and non-union wages. An-
other $50,000 will come out
of the county’s planned
equipment/capital improve-
ment expenditures.

“Animal control was elimi-
nated,” he added, noting the
cut eliminated 3 full-time
jobs at the Tuscola County
Animal Shelter.

District 2 Commissioner Ed
Scollon, Cass City, voted
against shutting down ani-
mal control. He was joined
by commissioners Don
McLane (District 6) and
Gerald Peterson (District 7).

“My feeling was that the li-
censes that people pay is
over $30,000, and there’s
some other boarding (fees). .
.and the money that’s col-
lected should go towards
keeping the animal shelter
open, even if we had a part-
time crew,” Scollon said. “1
just felt that money should
go towards animal control.”

Also taking a big hit was
Michigan State University
Extension programs, with
the county board slashing
$120,000 of its $170,000
appropriation to that depart-
ment.

Hoagland said specific pro-
gram cuts within the depart-
ment have not been deter-
mined yet, “but I would
guestimate they’re probably
going to lose 3 or 4 posi-
tions.”

Commissioners also voted
to shut down Vanderbilt
Park, a 17-acre recreational
facility near Quanicassee.
The decision eliminated one
part-time park attendant po-
sition, Hoagland said.

Other reductions include
$26,500 to the county Plan-
ning Commission, including
a part-time planning coordi-
nator; $2,500 to the Tuscola
Arca Airport Authority, and
$5,000 to soil conscrvation.

In addition, the Tuscola
County Economic Develop-
ment Authority will lose
$9,000 in county funding.
“That doesn’t sound like a
lot of money, but that lever-
aged state and federal fund-

ing,” Hoagland said.

He pointed out that com-
missioners could be forced
to make even deeper cuts
depending on how state of-
ficials deal with a budget
deficit of well over $1 bil-
lion. The biggest fear is a
substantial loss of state rev-
enue sharing funds. Tuscola
County receives about $1.2
million in revenue sharing
annually.

Hoagland said he expects
an executive order will be

handed down Dec. 4 or 5.
Until, then, commissioners
have no way of knowing
whether revenue sharing
cuts will be modest or huge.

“It’s all rumor at this point,”
he added. “But we've sent
letters to the state to indicate
the implications” for Tuscola
County.

If the cuts are severe, com-
missioners do have the op-
tion of looking at mandated
services, which could be re-
duced to what is referred to
as funding them at “a service-
able level”, according to
Hoagland, who said such
cuts could result in lines and
delays in some services to
county residents.

Those services involve the
courts, the jail and the
county’s record-keeping de-
partments - the clerk, trea-
surer and register of deeds
offices. “Mostly what’s left
in the county,” he added.

“And, we haven’t even
talked about the capital
needs of the county - office
space, storage space, the
jail”

Hoagland emphasized com-
missioners had very little
choice in the decisions they
approved last week.

“There really is no fat in this
budget. I wantto cmphasize
that,” he said. “We're trying
to run this county on the sec-
ond lowest allocated millage
in the state (4.2 mills, which
has been reduced by the
Headlee Amendment), and
the 75th lowest per capita
SEV out of 83 counties. So
you’ve got 2 strikes against
you.”

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and the Southwest states
twice with his parents.

Schmidt’s father is a medi-
cal doctor and his mother
works in finance. He said a
desire to experience more of
this country, and encourage-
ment from his family, are
what prompted his decision
to become an exchange stu-
dent. “My sister was 6 or 7
years ago an exchange stu-
dent, too. She stayed in New
York,” he added.

Schmidt said he has experi-
enced little culture shock in
Miciiigan, although he con-
fided he doesn’t share
American’s love of fast food.

He said the flat terrain of the
Thumb is similar to what he
is used to at home, but the
small town atmosphere is
considerably different, par-
ticularly in terms of a lack of
activities for young people.

Still, he has enjoyed the
opportunity to pursue his
love of soccer at Cass City
High School, where he is a
senior. In Germany, schools
don’t offer athletics, he
noted, adding, *“You have to
g0 into sports clubs and pay.”

Schmidt has a typical

workload at Cass City High.,
where he’s taking English,
psychology, gym, computer
accounting, government and
algebra. “IU’s very easy here,”
he said of the classes.

In his spare time, Schmidt
enjoys playing computer
games, hanging out with his
friends from the soccer team,
paintball and watching ac-
tion/science fiction movics,
and he’s looking forward to
horseback riding, skiing,
scuba diving and traveling
over the next several months.

As for Michelle and Jeff and
their boys, Caleb, 15, and
Jacob, 13, hosting exchange
students - they previously
hosted Kiko, a girl from
Okinawa, last year — has
been a positive experience.

“We hadn’t thought of
jumping right back in again”
and hosting another student,
Michelle said, adding they
agreed to do it after being
approached by Rotary offi-
cials. And, having gotten to
know Schmidt a bit through

All persons 50 years of age

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County law enforcement
targeting seatbelt use

The war against terror isn’t
the only maobilization under-
way by the U.S. military.

The Tuscola County
Sheniff’s Department Road
Patrol will join the armed
forces and more than 12,000
other law enforcement agen-
cies 1n a nationwide crack-
down against scatbelt viola-
tors.

The enforcement blitz
comes as new data shows that
more men and women in uni-
form die in traffic crashes
than any other cause. The
“Click 1t or Ticket” cam-
paign started Monday and
will continue through Dec.
8.

“While the armed forces do
everything they can to pro-
tect families from the unpre-
dictable threat of terrorism,
we must continue to address
the most predictable and
leading risk our families and
military face every day - traf-
fic crashes,” said Lt. James
Giroux.

Deaths among military per-
sonnel occurring in private
motor vehicle crashes are up
35 percent from last year. In
just the first 6 months of this
year, 254 mlllldl'y personnel
across all services lost their
lives in traffic crashes.

Tragically, nearly half of
those young servicemen who
failed to wear seatbelts could
have survived if they had
buckled up. Military person-

During the campaign, law
enforcement officers will in-
tensify enforcement of
seatbelt and child passenger
safety laws. Seatbelt viola-
tors and drivers failing to re-
strain their child passengers
will be ticketed.

Giroux said Tuscola
County Sheriff’s deputies
have been directed to main-
tain a “zero tolerance stan-
dard” when observing
scatbelt violations.

“Strict enforcement of
seatbelt laws is the only way
to get people to buckle up,”
Giroux added. “Seatbelt use
in states that conduct high
visibility enforcement is 10
to 15 percent points higher
than in states that simply
conduct public education.”

High visibility enforcement
relies on periods of intense
enforcement of seatbelt laws
coupled with aggressive
communications to let
people know about the en-
forcement. For many non-
seatbelt users, and especially
young people, the threat of a
ticket has proven to be a
greater inducement to
buckle up than the threat of
injury or death.

According to National
Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration (NHTSA), if ev-
ery state conducted high vis-
ibility enforcement, 5,000 to
7,000 lives could be saved
each year.

Thanksgiving is one of the
most dangerous holidays for
motorists, according to the
National Safety Council. In
Michigan, 12 people were
killed during the Thanksgiv-
ing holiday in 2001.

“What is wrong with this
faucet?” I thought. “Must be
a clogged screen.”

I took it apart, and low and
behold there’s a little plastic
plug in the faucet! No won-
der I can’t get more than a
trickle out of it.

Then I noticed the plug has
little holes in it. It’s one of
those “water saver” inserts.
Those gadgets that cause
folks to die of thirst while
they're waiting for a drink of
water.

How do you suppose that
got into my faucet? 1 don’t
know, but it didn’t take me
long to get rid of it.

My first experience with
water savers was in a motel
near Denver many years ago.
I turned on the shower tap
and water drizzled out in a
fine mist.

I finally got wet enough to
put some soap on, and then
it took about 20 minutes to
get enough water to wash it
off. I was traveling on busi-
ness and didn’t plan on
spending my day in the
shower.

I wondered if all of the
motel’s showers were like
this or if I just got an excep-
tionally poor one. That ques-
tion was answered in the
lobby an hour or so later.
Another traveler was check-
ing out at the desk when the
clerk asked, “How was your
stay?”

“The room was fine and ev-
eryone has been very nice,”
he said. “But that shower is
the most ridiculous thing
I've ever seen.”

I remember the water short-

-ages back in the '70s when

experts suggested folks put
a brick in their toilets to con-
serve water. | finally figured
out they meant to put the
brick in the tank, not the
bowl!

Those who tried the brick
in their toilet thought it was
a great idea. They couldn’t
flush the toilet, but they
saved lots of water.

Now that water savers have
become the norm for plumb-
ing fixtures, I have to go
through the house taking
them out. That's why I was
surprised when I dismantled
our current faucet and found
that little plug in it. |

-checked the kitchen sink and

found another one.

I’'m not against conserving,
but it stll takes a certain
amount of water to do a par-

ticular job. It just takes twice
as long with the faucet
plugged.

We live in an area where
most plants won’t survive the
summer without irrigation.
suspect we apply 500 gal-
lons per day to our
flowerbeds during the sum-

~mer. (We have a well, so we

aren’t using a public system.)
I would be surprised if all

of those water savers in my
faucets saved more than a
gallon a day. So the flowers
use more water in a day than
the water savers will save in
a year. I did the math and
threw them away.

Why should [ hiave to jump
around in the shower to get
wet? The flowers don’t have
to do that.

Annual F.B. meet Dec. 3-6

Who has the right to tap
into Michigan’s water sup-
plies? And how can farmers
tap into conservation pro-
grams of the new farm bill?
These questions are the
thrust behind 2 educational
workshops slated for the
83rd Michigan Farm Burcau
(MFB) Annual Meeting.

The farmer-geared educa-
tional sessions are among a
host of activities scheduled
for the annual mecting,
which takes place Dee. 3-6
from the Grand Traverse Re-
sortin Acme,

Most of the annual meeting
will be spent with MFB
members adopting policies
on state and national issues
to guide the organization in
the coming year. Organizers
say the workshops will pro-
vide producers with addi-
tional insight into policy
matters they’re considering
as well as knowledge that
farmers can utilize when re-
turning to their farms.

The workshops will run
concurrently from 2-3:30
p-m. Thursday, Dec. 5. The
“Water Rights Education™
session will be held in Gov-
ernors Hall A, while the ses-
sion on “Implementing the
New Farm Bill” will take
place in Governors Hall B.

Selecting water use as one
of this year’s workshop
themes was an easy decision
for Scott Piggott, manager of
MFB’s newly formed Agri-
cultural Ecology Depart-
ment.

“There’s been growing pub-
fic interest to legislate and
regulate water use, particu-

larly agricultural water use,
and more attention has been
drawn to the issue of Great
[Lakes water diversion,” said
Piggout.

Featured panchsts include
the Michigan Environmen-
tal Council’s Dave
Dempsey: Matt Hare, natu-
ral resources advisor to Gow.
Engler; Richard Bowers,
general manager of the North
Plains Groundwater Conser-
vation District in Dumas,
Texas; and Wenonah Hauter,
director of the Critical Mass
Energy and Environment
Program at Public Citizen, a

Washington, D.C.-based
public advocacy group

founded by Ralph Nader.

Hauter’s program at Public
Citizen advocates the cre-
ation of an agncultural and
food distribution system that
guarantees safe, wholesome
food produced in a humance
and sustainable manner and
the protection of global wa-
ter resources from
commoditization,
privatization and mass diver-
sion.

*“The goal of this workshop
1s to give farmers an oppor-
tunity 1o ask questions of
these experts so that they can
better determine if MFB
should support legislation
that can help prevent Great
Lakes water diversion while
still maintaining access to
water for farming purposes.”
Piggott said.

Next door at the farm bill
workshop, producers will
hear from a panel made up of
representatives from the
Natural Resources Conservir-

tion Service, Farm Service
Agency, Soil Conservation
Districts, and the Michigan
Agriculture Environmental
Assurance Program
(MAEAP).

The intent of this workshop
1s to inform producers of con-
servation opportunities
available in the new farm
bill, said Bob Boehm, man-
ager of the MFB Commod-
ity and Marketing Depart-
ment.

The conservation title con-
tains an 80 percent budget

"increase compared to the last

farm bill, increasing conser-
vation spending by $13.2
billion over 10 years.

The increased funding is
noteworthy because this
farm bill opens conservation
programs to commodities
beyond traditional cash
crops, making livestock and
specialty crops like fruits
and vegetables eligible.

“The conservation title
makes new programs and
opportunities available to all
producers,” said Bochm. “So
fruit, vegetable and live-
stock farmers have the same
opportunitics as farmers who
produce corn and other tra-
ditional program crops.”
Another improvement is the
addition of programs for
working farmland.

“One of the key changes in
the conservation area is the
addition of programs avail-
able not only for idle land,
such as Conservation Re-
serve Program acreage, but
also land currently under

_agricultural production,”

said Boehm.,

Despite these expenses, a
balanced budget is expected
with annual expenses of
$11,470,984 million. Actual
expenses in 2001-02 were
$11,263,131 mllion. Total
revenues decreased o
$11,505,358 million from
$11,551,976 the previous
year.

Because of staff cuts school
administration expenses
dropped from $549,077 to
$503,610.

Despite the loss in revenucs
the school remains in health
financial condition. The
budget calls for a slight in-
crease in the fund balance
that stood at $1,554,637 mil-
lion at the end of the 2001-
02 school year and is pro-
jected to be $1,589,011 at
the end of the current year.

OTHER BUSINESS

Supt. Ken Micklash noted
that in this year’s budget is
$110,000 from the general
fund to make a payment for
work completed at Campbell
Elementary and Early Child-
hood Center. There will be
another $100,000 duce in
2003-04 and the building

addition will be paid for.

The superintendent also
noted that the new middle
school building debt will be
retired in 6 more years in the
spring of 2009.

After hearing Principal Jon
Good outline changes in re-
quirements for establishing
virtual learning classes, the
board approved the regula-
tions with one change. Stu-
dents who take the class must
carn a 2.0 or better point av-
crage and if the student does
not successfully complete
the course the student must
reimburse the full cost of the
course to Cass City Public
Schools.

Sandi Smith, social worker
presented information about
a school health index that the
school is involved in.

Cass City remains a school
of choice in the second se-
mester in all grades except
three that are full. The closed
grades and the average num-
ber of pupils in each class
are: fourth (26.4); sixth
(26.4), and cighth (30.2).

The nextregular meeting of
the school board will be Dec.
16 at 7:30 p.m. That’s a weck
carlier than usual because of
the Christmas holiday.

the village. The third pro-
posal would reverse adop-
tion of the new ordinance.

Asked why the new law was
adopted, Police Chief Gene
Wilson cited a growing num-
ber of resident complaints
involving (respassing and
property damage.

But a number of those in
attendance said all snowmo-
bile riders should not be pun-
ished because of the actions
of afew.

“I would like 10 hope we. .
.make Cass City our town and
make our rules, not do what
everybody else does just to
be like them,” resident Mar-
tin Zawilinski commented,
adding the village must do
all it can to be an attractive
community.

Others pointed out the eco-
nomic boost provided by
snowmobile riders who pur-
chase gas and frequent other
local businesses in town.

Resident Lisa Erla said she
prefers riding in the country,
but doesn’t feel she should
trailer her machine through
the vitlage to reach those ar-
Cas.

“Believe me, the council is
not anti-business,” Village
President Les Karr told the
group. Our inlent is 10 ap-
pease those who have had
property damage, who have
been disturbed in the middle
of the night.”

Trustee Steve Wright indi-
cated he would consider an-
other look at the new ordi-
nance, but would prefer that
those in opposition to the
law submit a petition to the
council “so we know who
we’re hearing from.” referring
1o a desire to listen to the
needs of village residents on
both sides of the issue.

The council approved
Trustee Dawn Hollis” motion
to delay the effective date of
the new ordinance pending
a review by the council’s
rules committee, which is
expected to make a recom-
mendation at the council’s
next meeting.

The council approved re-
scheduling that session for
Monday, Dec. 16, at 7 p.m.,
duc to the holidays.

NEW BUDGET

In other business Monday,
the council reviewed a pro-
posed 2003 general fund
spending plan sct at $1.31
million, a planned spending
increase of about $54,000, or
about 4.3 percent, over esli-
mated actual 2002 expendi-
tures. Revenues are set at
$1.32 million, an increase of
about $42,453 over 2002
income.

Village Manager Frank
Sheridan estimated the vil-
lage will end the new fiscal
year with nearly $13,000 in
revenues over expenditures,
boosting the fund balance to
$444.107.

The spending plan will be
funded, in part, by a slightly
reduced tax levy ot 17.9114
mills. The reduction stems
from the payoff of the village
debt service fund earlier this

year.

Under the proposed levy,
the owner of a home with a
market value of $80,000
would pay about $724 in
taxes, compared to $746 in
2001.

“The millage will net the
general fund about $17,000
more in revenue than the gen-
eral fund received in 2001
and about $42,000 more
than the fund received in
2002,” Sheridan reported.
“Our property tax revenues
make up about 55.2 percent
of our general fund revenue,
The state shared revenue
comprises 26.1 percent of
the fund’s revenue with fees
making up 10.8 percent and
miscellaneous income total-
ing 8.1 percent of the rev-
enue.”

Sheridan pointed out the
state shared revenue is a key
funding source, with about
one-half of the total received
(an expected $340,300 in the
coming year) due the village
by law and the other half sub-
ject to approval of the legis-
lature and governor.

“While the leadership in
Lansing continues to discuss
balancing the state budget,
we should be concerned
about losing some of the state
shared revenue; however, we
will have time to react to any
changes in  revenue,”
Sheridan continued, adding
the predictions at this point
are for a 5-percent state cut,
which would add up to about
$17,000 in lost revenue to
the village.

“That is a relatively small
amount for a budget of $2.8
million,” he said.

“Butit’s time to watch every
penny we spend.”

Yams or
sweet
potatoes?
