Septic tank
chemical aids
airen’t helpful

The Michigan Department
of Public Health and the
Michigan State Cooperative
Extension Service advise
“there is no proof that yeast
or the so called rejuvenators
which are on the market
have any practical value in
septic tank operation.”

There are no chemicals,
bacteria, enzymes, or yeasts
that can be added to a septic
tank that will eliminate
necessary periodic pumping
and cleaning of septic tanks.

How often a tank needs
cleaning depends on the size
of the tank and the use it
gets. The siudge and scum
levels should be checked
each year. When the tank is
1, 3 full of solids, the contents
should be removed by a
state licensed septic tank
cleaning service. A septic
tank usually needs to be
cleaned about every 3 years.
