The new Michigan State

University Fertilizer Rec-
ommendation Bulletin E-550
for vegetable and field crops
will soon be available,

There are quite a few
changes and additions made
since the last issue in 1978,
One can now find nitrogen
recommendations for corn
yields of over 150 bushels per
acre and up to 240 bushels
erops.- There  are - now-sun-
flower recommendation and
crop nutrient removal sec-
tions, plus a special nitrogen
table for sugar heet produc-
tion.

All recommendation
tables are now separated hy
each crop, where these use
to be crop growing sections
by yields all in one table. In
other words, this bulletin
now gives more specific
recommendations for each
crop. New research data
since 1976 has made this

We now have data that
shows the maximum

amount of phosphorous soil
should have where no more
phosphorous is recom-
mended, and for potassium
too. Even though a soil
phosphorus leve) shewed ne
phosphorus was recom-
mended, we still advised an
additional 25 pounds of
phesphorus . .be. -added - to
crops like field corn and
sugar beets. Now no phos-
pherus will be recom-
mended for these crops with
soil fests of above 140 and 160
pounds respectively, regard-
less of the yield goals.

This new bulletin now con-
tains separate zinc and
manganese recommenda-
tion tables. New findings are
starting to show that some
soils now have enough of
these micro-nutrients built-
up that additional amounts
are not needed to he added in
a fertilizing program.

With these and other new
soil fertility and crop re-
sponse findings, related to
seil nutrient levels,
more important today thal
this be the year to really soil
test your fields. A zinc or
manganese soil test costs
$1.50, which when included
with the regular $4 soil test,
could save the operator
some real money on his
micro and regular fertilizer
nutrient purchases.

This new bulletin contin-
ues to give a wealth of
information on individual
crop and vegetable fertiliza-
tion practices as before. If
the total information is
learned, one will be well
versed in updated and cur-
rent crop and vegetable
fertilization practices on
both mineral and organic
soils.
