Criminal complaints re-
ceived by the Tuscola
County Sheriff 's Depart-
ment climbed to 759 in June,
up from 698 the previous
month .

Included were 194 t ra f f ic
complaints (173 in M a y ) , 92
larcenies (down from 111),
77 reports of vandalism (up
from 63), 70 complaints of
disorderly conduct (up from
60) and 53 reports of domes-
tic problems (up from 43) .

Deputies made 58 arrests
in June, including 21 for
t raff ic-re la ted offenses, sev-
en for l iquor violat ions , six
for f a m i l y offenses and five
for assault.

There were 227 t r a f f i c
t ickets issued, inc luding 86
for speeding, 40 for defective
equipment and 21 for regis-
t ra t ion v io la t ions .

Twenty-eight appearance
tickets were issued, includ-
ing 15 for transporting or
possession of open in tox i -
cants in a motor vehicle and
six for purchase, possession
or t ranspor t ing alcoholic
beverages by a minor.
