Tisch could cripple

county road funds

Passage of Tisch Proposal
D could wipe out new high-
way building and cripple
road maintenance in Tus-
cola county.

Many volers erroneously
think Proposal D only af-
fects state government and
that constilutionally ear-
marked gas and weight
taxes will not be cut.

The fact is that local road
and street funds will suffer
drastically and motorists
will face steadily deterior-
ating roads if voters approve
Propasal D Nov, 4.

Even the author of Pro-
posal D says il will roll back
gas and weighi taxes to 1978
levels, reducing  state,
county, and municipal road
funds in Michigan by $45
million annually on top of
the 11 percent revenue de-
crease  already  resulting
from dwindling gas taxes
and the trend lo smaller
cars.

This rollback of 10 to (2
percent would cut Tuscola
County Road revenues by
about  $270,000  annually,

which means even less mon-
oV

will he available to

operations.

Paid tor by Tuscola County Proposition | Committee.

mainlain the 1,630 miie
county road system in the
face of continuing inflation
that is increasing mainle-
nance cost about 10 percent
and censtruction hy 15 per-
cent every year.

In addition, the tax roll-
hack proposed by the Tisch
plan will cut local govern-
ment revenues to 1978 levels,
making it unlikely that
counties, townships. or cities
will have any funds to share
in road improvements, Last
year, local units in Tuscola
county contributed $1,484.-
000 toward roads and witl be
unable to do so in the future
if Proposal D passes.

County road departments
statewide already have cut
work forces by 9.3 pereent
helow 1973 levels.

Recognizing the need for
prudent  cconemizing, the
Tuscola County Road Com-
mission has cut equipment
purchases and primary road
construction.
