The  Chromcle is not  infallible. 
Possibly i t  was a mis take t h a t  we ex- 
pressed an opinion in reference to the  
smallpox scare at  Colwood. The  Care 
Courier th inks  so. Veri ly in the 
Courier's opinion we have b e e n u n -  
wise and careless. Why? Because the  
Chronicle has convictions on mat t e r s  
per ta in ing  to public welfare and 
dares to express them.  

Strange, i sn ' t  it? The  Courier has 
a perfect  r ight  to differ~with us in re- 
gard to the  smallpox scare a t  Colwood, 
especially if the  edi tor  talks from per- 
sonal ,mowledge. However,  when he 
accusesus of "encouraging careless- 
ness and fos~er a spiri t  of defiance to 
quaran t ine  measures ,"  i t  smacks jus t  
a trifle presnmptious,  to say the  
least. Our brief art icle on the  sub- 
ject  does not  warrant  any such auto- 
mat ic  accusation. The  Courier caur 
Lions h is readers  ~not to ge t  excited. 
Good advice, tha t .  t Iowever,  we 
would advise our nervous brother  to 
take  his own medicine. 

~No one is excited at  Colwood. We 
speak from personal observation. 
Even those who have been and are 
now afflicted take ma t t e r s  very cool. 
Now, wlmt are the  facts in the case? 
Some of the  families a t  and near 
Colwood postofflce have been afflicted 
.wi th  a skin disease which  has pro- 
voked a dispute among the  medical 
fraterni ty.  Dr. Livingstone of Care 
and State  Inspector  Ranney say the  
a i lmen t  is smallpox in a mild form, 
while Drs. Morris of Cass City and 
Lowthian  of Unionvil le  pronounce 
it an aggravated form of Cuban itch. 
The  article in the  Chronicle was 
based upon the  la t t e r  supposition. In 
order to speak in te l l igent ly  on the  
subject, a Chronicle representa t ive  
made a visit  to the  afflicted" commun-  
ity ~and ascertained t i l e  following 
facts: 

1st. The  people agree t h a t  doctors 
don ' t  know everything.  

2nd. Nearly all of the  pat ients  have 
recovered. To tel l  the  t r u t h  none 
were seriously sick. There  was no 
loss of appet i te  or sleep. 

3rd. Old Mrs: Pines was asked if 
they were quarant ined.  "Yes , "  she 
said, "But not  unt i l  the  whole th ing  
had gone up into the  air ."  

A t  the  Pines home the  first case of 
the  eruption appeared. Tills family 
had a siege of smallpox while l iving in 
Montreal in 1885. Dophas Pines, Jr., 
had the  smallpox at  t h a t  t ime  and he 
shows the  marks  l'rom it  now. Ac- 
cording to medical  authori t ies ,  w h e n  
a person once has had the  smallpox 
they are immunis,  free from liability. 
of ca tching the  disease tile second 
t i m e .  Y e t  th is  same man was afflict- 
ed witl~ the  disease which has been 
prevalent  in t ha t  communi ty .  

When  Dr. Ranney was a~ Colwood 
he called a t  the Pines house to see a 
child which was sick at the  t ime.  He 
did not  see tit to en te r  the  house and 
make  a thor9ugh examina t ion  of the 
case, bu t  asked t h a t  the  child be 
brough~ outside. He viewed the 
child from a distance of a t  least 25 
feet  and pronounced it  smallpox. Mr. 
Pines  asked him wha t  he knew about  
smallpox. " I "  said he, "have a pic- 
ture  of a smallpox pa t i en t . "  Mr. 
Pines  offered to be t  h im $100 t h a t  his 
child was not  afflicted wi th  smallpox, 
bu t . the  doctor would not~ lake  the  
bet- 

4th. Thos. McCarty's boy was vacci- 
na ted  and ye t  he had this  sickness in 
a worse form than  others  w h o w e r e  
not  wmcinated. Rober t  Gallagher 's  
chi ldren were vaccinated and still 
tney were taken sic,~ same as others. 

5th. Dr. Morris, who is somewhat  
in te res ted  m the  controversy, called 
aLFred  Foursie's, whose baby is af- 
llicted wibh the  erupt ion and af ter  a 
thorough examina t ion  is more than  
ever convinced t h a t  the  disease is not  
smallpox. He describes the disease 
as i t  has appeared in every case among 
the  people a~ Colwood as follows: 

" T h e  disease is ushered in 'with mild 
fever symptoms. T h e  erupt ion  ap- 
pears as small vesicles which soon in- 
crease in size and become t ransformed 
into postutes. In  a few days they dry 
into a yellowish and sl ightly adher- 
en t  crusfi, benea th  which some sl ight  
excoriat ion exists. The  crust  soon falls 
off leaving an c ry thematous  surface, 
which also in t ime  disappears."  

This  diagnosis does not  admi t  of 
smallpox if the  s tandard medical  text  
books which t r ea t  this  subject  are to 
be t aken  for author i ty .  Drs. Andres, 
Stevens, Osler, Shoemaker  and Goulds 
Cyclopaedia are a uni t  in describing 
smallpox, as well as o ther  sldn erup- 
tions, The  diagnosis of tim medical 
profession of the skin disease called 
cuban i tch corresponds exactly witl~ 
tlie erupt ion now prevalent  a t  Col: 
wood.

In just ice to the  
Gleaners we desire to explain the 
r ights  of membersh ip  more clearly as 
follows: 

In  order to secure membersh ip  in 
the  A n c i e n t  Oorder of Gleaners the  
Appl ican t  mus t  be a fa rmer  and 
living upon a farm. After  securing 
membersh ip  he can live in any c i t yo r  
town, or village and i t  does not  affect, 
his certificate. 

Certain occupations are deemed 
extra  hazardous such as railway em 
ployees, swi tchmen,  miners, liquor 
dealers, etc. Thus  a member  cannot  
engage in these  wi thout  filing a 
waiver of the  Orders liability. 

There  are cer ta in  occupations in 
which a member  can engage in by 
asking for a pe rmi t  such as working 
in a flouring mill, saw, ilax, sorgum or 
o ther  ici lated country  mills or fac- 
tory. A permi t  provides t h a t  if they 
are killed while working at  this  occu- 
pation they are to receive one-half of 
the  face of the i r  certificate. 

As also s ta ted in last  week's Chron- 
icle there  is l i t t le  doubt  but  wha t  the  
Order will in due t ime  make sui table  
provision for the  family of the  de- 
ceased.
