But Paul, 
not ic ing the plan, appealed to t h e  
cen tu r ion  "and the  soldiers to put a 
stop to it. The  sailors had the boat, 
but the  soldiers had the  weapons and 
the power.  Paul  t he re fo re  appealed 
to the soldiers,  for he saw clearly tha t  
(v. 31) "except  these  abide in the 
ship, ye  cannot  be saved," as had 
been promised.  Those  who went  in 
the boa t  would doubtless  be drowned, 
and even  if t hey  r eached  the shore, 
t he re  were  none left  to manage the 
ship, especia l ly  if t h e  officers of the 
ship were  among  those who planned 
so selfishly for thei r  own safety. 

The soldiers  put  an end to the plan 
by cu t t ing  the ropes and set t ing the 
boat  adrif t .
