Put  the Sheriff  on S tra ight  Salary. 
Now tha t  the Huron county grand 

jury  and the primary election are 
mat ters  of history, and since the case 
of former  sheriff John L. Hoffman 
has been disposed of for the time be- 
ing, The Blade hopes the board of 
supervisors, at its annual meet ing in 
October, will t a k e  under serious ad- 
visement  the advantage of placing 
the sheriff 's office on a s t ra ight  sala- 
ry basis. 

The office is in a sense the most 
i m p o r t a n t  of all county offices, since 
it has to do with the protection of 
the lives and properties of the peo- 
ple and the upholding of law and or- 
der, and its salary should be set high 
enough to make it a worthwhile one. 
All fees, of course, would go to the 
county under  the salary plan, and 

u n d e r  it no sheriff could "play" with 
County moneys. 

The argument  will be advanced 
against  the salary plan that  under it 

[a sheriff might  be prone to "lay 
i down" on the job. In such case the 
officer could be removed for neglect 
o f  duty. The old f e e  system is the 
thing that  makes  the office a lucra- 
tive one, and the f e e s  are the bait 
that  makes it the one most sought 
after  of all the offices--much too of- 
ten by men of mediocre calibre. And 
as long as the f ee  sys tem is retained 
just so long will there be the tempta- 
Non to make the offic% pay all that  it  
will stand.

"The Churchill Family in America"  
is the title of a volume edited by Rev. 
Geo. M. Bodge which holds m u c h  of 
interest to members "of that  famil'y in 
this community. It contains an in- 
terest ing story of John Churchill, the 
emigrant  ancestor of the Plymouth 
branch of the family in America, who 
was born in England and first ap- 
peared in Plymouth in Massachusetts 
in 1643. 

The volume contains pictures of the 
Churchill coat-of-arms and noted 
members of the family. 

There are three divisions o f -  the 
f a m i l y ~ t h e  Plymouth, the Connect '  
icut and the Manhattan branches. In 
the volume are the names of repre- 
sentatives of each of the seven gen- 
erations, the dates of their  birth, 
marriage and death and the names of 
their children and information some- 
what similar regarding them. 

An i tem which gives a glimpse into 
the personal property of those early 
days is an inventory of goods and 
chattels of the John Churchill Es ta te  
in 1663, as listed by the appraisers. 
It showed the value of his estate t o  be 
more than 74 English pounds. Be- 
sides the oxen and other live stock, 
there were listed two fea ther  bed 
ticks, five napkins and a tablecloth, 
a great  brass kettle, a bellmettle skil- 
let, two great  iron pots, pothooks and 
pot hangers,  an old iron ladle, three 
scythes and three sickles, four pew- 
ter platters, two pewter basins, drink- 
ing ,pot, seven alcomy spoons, two 
trays, seven trenchers and some other 
wooden vessels, five wedges and a 
bettle-ring, two guns, a sword and 
shot pouch, meal bags and sacks, one 
fan, two corn sieves and two meal 
sieves and o ther  property which in 
present-day parlance is described as 
"other articles too numerous to men- 
tion."
