A new variety of red winter
wheat which has many desirable

Icharacteristics has been proved in

tests made by the farm crops de-
partment at Michigan State Col-
lege and will be ready for distribu-
tion this fall to farmers of the
state. ‘

The variety has been developed
from a head selection made by the
late Professor Frank A. Spragg.
Men now in charge of the grain
breeding work at the college say
that Bald Rock, the new variety, is
‘beardless, quite resistent to lodg-
ing, comparatively winter hardy,
and a consistently good yielder.

Tests of the variety have been
going on continuously since 1925
inan effort to determine exactly

|the merits of this wheat as com-

pared with the . sorts commonly
grown on Michigan farms. These
tests have demonstrated the desir-
ability of Bald Rock.

Field tests of the variety made
by farmers in various parts of the
state show that the variety has a
wide range of adaptation and will
succeed well on various types of
soil. ’

Bald Rock seed sold this fall will
be inspected by the Michigan Crop
Improvement society. This inspec-
tion will determine the quality of
the grain, its purity, and the
amount of weed seed or other for-
eign material in the seed wheat.
Further information can be ob-
tained from the farm crops depart-
ment at Michigan State College,
East Lansing.

Tuberculosis Signs
Found in 8 Children

Evidences of the childhood type
tuberculosis were found in eight of
the Cass City school children
examined with X-ray during the
recent school year, according to a
report from the Michigan Tuber-
culosis Association. Five students
were found to have childhood tu-
berculosis, and three suspect cases
were noted.
For both the definitely childhood
cases and the suspect cases, peri-
odic X-ray examinations of the
chest have been recommended, un-
til the abnormal condition clears
up. Advice has also been given
for securing of proper rest, ade-
quate diet, and, in some cases, for
an afternoon rest hour. Supervi-
sion by the family physician ‘has
been recommended for each of the
X-ray pictures
showed signs of beginning disease.
While the childhood type tuber-
culosis in itself is not a particu-
larly dangerous condition, tuber-

significant because it often pre-
cedes later development of adult,

ence of the childhood form is
known, recommended health pre-
cautions can be taken, and by
means of X-ray pictures, a con-
stant check on the individual’s con-
dition can be maintained.

“The Michigan Tuberculosis As-
sociation states that examinations
using X-ray and tuberculin, given
widely to school children, are ex-
pected to be an impoxtant factor in
reducing the tuberculosis death
rate for people aged 15 to 39. In
these years tuberculosis still far
outranks all other diseases as a
cause of death.

In recent weeks, representatives

ation reforms have been giving out
erroneous information regarding
the cost of administering the motor
vehicle tax law. In Muskegon
county citizens have been told that
the cost of administering this law
is $9,000,000 a year. In Kent coun-
ty, according to reports received by
the Department of State, agents of
the organization claim that the
law costs $14,000,000 a year. In
other counties, still other claims
have been made.

These claims are widely extrav-
agant. In 1981, the cost of plates,
and all distribution costs including
branch -office fees, auditing costs
and the costs of maintaing a quad-
ruple file was about 50 cents’ per
set. In 1932, the total cost of
manufacturing and ,distributing a
set of plates will be approximately
40 cents per set. In 1931 approxi-
mately 1,300,000 sets of license
plates were sold at a cost of ap-
proximately $650,000, while this
year the cost should not
$500,000.

This reduction in costs came
about by reducing fees allowed
branch offices, by reducing office
rentals and by lowering auditing,
filing and other wministrative

charges.

distribute the license plates.

MARKET GRAIN
THRU ANIMALS

Better than Current Prices
Rg;xlized on Feedstuffs
Used as Rations.

Live stock provides the best mar-
ket for Michigan grains, under
present price conditions, according
to members of the animal husban-
dry division of Michigan State
College. ’

Groups of calves bought by the
state college for experimental feed-
ing cost $7.50 per hundredweight
and were sold for the same price,
but they mfade gains rapidly
enough to pay the following prices
per hundredweight for grains:
ground barley, $1.48; shelled corn,
$1.39, and ground oats, $1.30.
Roughage and grain can be mar-
keted through lambs at a good
profit. In forced feeding, approx-
imately equal quantities of rough-
age and grain are fed, but, if light
lambs are carried through a long-
er feeding period, the proportion of
roughage can be increased to about
twice the amount of grain.

Better than current market
prices for feed, can- be realized
from feeding lambs which sell for
the same price that was paid for
them. Any increase in market
price for the finished lambs will
materially increase the returns
from the feed.

Good, thrifty pigs are excellent
grain markets unless an attempt
is made to make the gains on
{grain without any protein supple-
ment when the hogs are being fed
in a dry lot. The college live stock
feeders say that the cost of gains
under such conditions is prohibitive
and they recommend the addition
of skim milk or tankage to the
grain ration.

Primary Election
Ballots Shortened

Primary election ballots must be
shortened by leaving off entirely
offices for which there is no nom-
ination contest, Emerson R. Boyles,
deputy attorney general, says.

The new election law provides
that when on any party ticket
there is no opposition to a candi-
date who has filed the necessary
petitions and is properly qualified
he shall be certified as the party’s
candidate for that office without
further formality.

The law states: “As to such of-
fice there shall be no primary, and
such office shall be omitted from
the primary election ballot.”

Boyles declared the intent of the
law is clear and its provisions man-
datory. It applies to all candida-
cies. When no contest exists for
party nominations, the single qual-
ified candidate must be certified
and the office must be left' off the
ballots, he said. For offices calling
for more than one nomination the
same rule applies if there are the
exact number of candidates as
nominations to be made.

BOYHOOD BACKGROUND.

Many leaders in history have had
a superiority to personal resent-
ment and small annoyances which
is one of the surest signs of great-
ness; Jesus infinitely surpassed all.
The law of compensation operates
inexorably to reward and afflicts
us by and through ourselves. The
man who is mean is mean only to
himself.

The village that refused to admit
him required no fire; it was already
dealt with., No miracles were per-
formed in that village. No sick

no poor received the message of ;
encouragement and inspiration—
that was the penalty for its boor- |
ishness. As for Jesus, He forgot
the incident immediately. He had
work to do.

Theology has spoiled the thrill of
Jesus’ life by assuming that he
iknew everything from the begin-
ning—that his three years of pub-
lic work were a kind of dress re-
hearsal, with no real problems or
crises. What interest would there
be in such a life? What inspira-
tion? You who read these lines
have your own creed concerning
him; I have mine.

Let us forget all creed for the
time being, and take the story of
Jesus’ life just as the simple nar-
ratives give it—a poor boy, grow-
ing up in a peasant family, work-
ing in a carpenter shop; gradual-
ly feeling his powers expanding,
beginning to have an influence ov-
er his neighbors, recruiting a few
followers, suffering  disappoint-
ments and reverses, finally death.

Yet Jesus build so solidly and
well that death was only the be-
ginning of his influence! Stripped

were healed; no hungry were fed; |-

of all dogma his was the grandest
achievement story of all!

If we are critized for overem-
ide of Jesus’
character we shall have the satis-
faction of knowing that our over-
emphasis tends a little to offset the
very great overemphasis which has
been exerted on the other side.
Books and- books and books have
been written about him as the Son
of God; surely we have a reverent
right to remember that his favorite
title for himself was the Son of
Man.

Nazareth where he grew up, was
a little town. In the fashionable
circles of Jerusalem it was quite
the thing to make fun of Nazareth
—its crudltles of custom and
speech, its simplicity of wmanner.
“Can any good thing come out of
Nazareth?” they asked derisively
when the report spread that a new
prophet had arisen in that country
town.

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DYNAMITE! IN EIGHT PLACES.

If people were warned that there
were eight charges of dynamite in
"as many spots scattered about their
home or about their farm, they
would -be mighty careful and con-
siderably apprehensive. At least
they would determine where the
stuff was and how great the dan-
‘ger. That would be just common-
sense and self-preservation.

This autumn, at the = general
election in November, the people of
Michigan are going to be handed a
ballot with seven amendments to
the Constitution of Michigan, also
a proposition to repeal the oleo-
margarine law. Some are more
important than others. All of them
need careful handling. Before a
person votes, it is important that
he knows what he is voting for or
against. This has been demon-
strated so many times in both
state and federal constitutions that
it needs little emphasis.

Briefly, here is a list of the
amendments which will be present-
ed to the voters and an explanatory
word.

- Amendment No. 1—Authorizes
the Michigan legislature to estab-
lish a “liquor control commission”
to handle liquor traffic in this state
and levy excise taxes. KEvidently
this was intended to set up the
machinery for liquor control “when
and if” the Eighteenth Amendment
is repealed, but the amendment
does not say so. Some good law-
yers believe it is unconstitutional
in its present form.

Amendment No. 2—Limits the
amount of tax that can be assessed
against property to $15 for each
assessed $1,000; PROVIDING, the
people can by a two-thirds vote
every five years increase -this
amount; also, providing that it
does not apply to obligations (bond
issues or debts) already existing.

Amendment No. 3—Provides
that the Michigan State Senate
shall remain as it is and the House
of Representatives shall be chosen
according to population. This
would give the balance of power
to the cities. Clinton county would
be joined with some other adja-
cent county into a representative
district—Ilikely Ionia, Shiawassee
or Gratiot. .

Amendment No. 4—Real estate
up to the assessed value of $3,000
and personal property to the as-
sessed value of $1,000 would be ex-
empt from taxation, EXCEPT tax-
ation to pay public debts heretofore
incurred., This amendment also
provides a way of determining the
“assessed value” of property by the
owner actually offering it for sale
at what he claims it should be as-
sessed. .

Amendment No. 5—Defines who
is a “qualified elector” and provides
that township polling places may
be located within the limits of a
city which has been incorporated
from territory formerly of the
township. This is for the conven-
ience of township voters living on
the edge of a large city or town.

Amendment No. 6—Limiting the
power of the governor to grant
pardons to persons convicted of
“treason, first degree murder and
cases of impeachment.” )

Amendment No. 7-——Allowing on-
1y people having property assessed
for taxes to vote on the “direct
expenditure of public money.”

Amendment No. 8—Is not an
amendment, to the Constitution. In-
stead it gives the people a chance
to vote on whether or not oleomar-
garine shall be sold under present
restrictions. Act 55, of the public
acts of 1931, defines oleo, provides
that it shall NOT be sold colored,
and requires dealers to take out a
license. This was passed to protect
farmers and dairymen and the but-
ter industry. Its defeat would put
_ oleo back on the market as a strong
competitor of butter. .
. There many not be “dynamite”
in all of the above amendments, but
there are several of vital impor-
tance, especially those dealing with
the limitation of taxes, and th
limitation of the right to vote.

Hitlerites Demand Control of German Government—
Bonus Army Is Ordered Home by Its Commander
—Chapin Succeeds Lamouni in Cabinet.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD

NCE more the voters of Ger-

many frustirated the plans of
Adolf Hitler and his National So-
cialist party to get control of the
government of the
veich. In the par-
liamentary elec-
tions the Nazis

representation
the reichstag, elect-
ing 229 members,
but they were still
far short of a ma-

jority, In conse-

quence Chancellor

% " Von Papen and his
,Adolph Hitler cabinet, represent-
/ ~ ing no party, but

with the backing of the junker ele-
ment, declared they would hold on.
The Nazi leaders, who might com-
bine with the junkers, were said
to have rejected that idea and were
determined to demand the selection
of one of themselves as chancellor
and another as minister of the in-
terior. Just what the outcome of
the political struggle will be can-
not be determined until the reich-
stag meets at the end of August.

Of the twenty-one parties con-
testing, only 13 gained seats under
the official appointment; thus eight
parties lost their entity for the time

7 being.

Besides the fact that it brought
no Rightist majority, the election’s
next Dbiggest. surprise was
strength developed by the Com-
munists, who will have 89 instead
of their former 77 seats.

That the “middle of the road”
course no longer appeals to the
German voter was believed indi.
cated by the crushing of the mod-
erate parties of the right, even in-
cluding Hugenberg’s Nationalists.

GR.IGNATZ SEIPEL, the great
priest-politician who formerly
was chancellor of Austria and still
wasg helping direct the destinies of

_his country, died at his home near

Vienna of diabetes and complica-
tions of the lung due to the pres-
ence of a bullet fired at him by an
assassin eight years age. Strangely

- . [ enough his death saved the govern-

»

ment of his party, the Christian So-
cialists, from defeat in the parlia-
ment and consequent downfall,

The government needed Seipel’s
vote in parliament to-defeat a no
confidence resolution introduced by
the Pan-Germans and backed by the
Socialists. Under Austrian law, dep-
uties cannot vote by proxy. Sei-
pel’s severe illness prevented him
from attending parliament. Less
than an hour after Seipel’s death,
Chancellor Dollfuss appointed a lo-
cal banker, John Wancura, to take
his seat. Wancura hurried to par-
liament, arriving just in time to
vote for the government. That vote
saved the cabinet’s life, the count

‘being deadlocked 81 to 81.

ARAGUAY and Bolivia are in
arms ready to engage in real war-
fare for possession of the disputed
Gran Chaco region, where already
their frontier forces have been
fighting and the Bolivians have at-
tacked several Paraguayan forts.
Mobilization was ordered in Para-
guay, and was expected any day
in Bolivia. In both countries there
were ‘great demonstrations of pa-
triotism and the war féver was high.
The United States appealed to the
two nations to cease warlike activ-
ities and submit their dispute to ar-
bitration, being joined in this ef-
fort by Mexico, Colombia, Cuba and
Uruguay. Argentine, Brazil, Chile
and other Latin American countries
added their pleas for a peaceful set-
tlement, and collective cables were
sent to Paraguay and Bolivia in-
forming them they were violating
the arbitration treaty adopted at
the -Pan-American conference in
1928. Bolivia already had noti-
fied the neutrals she would settle
the Gran Chaco dispute “even by
the force of arms.” A similar re-
ply was sent by her to the League
of Nations, Paraguay agreed to ar-
bitration,

Both Bolivia and Paraguay claim
the whole of the Chaco as between
the Paraguay and
rivers.  Actually the territory is
about equally divided now as far as
physical occupation goes.

ROBERT P. LAMONT of Chicago

resigned as secretary of com-
merce in order to return to private
business.
