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SEGAR ST PAVING
WILL BE LET JULY 2

Power Shovel Started Exea-
vating Earth on Street
Here Wednesday.

“Killing two birds with one
stone” is the program adopted by
the Tuscola County Road Commis-
sion in commencing the preliminary
work of paving Segar street in
Cass City. A power shovel was
brought here Wednesday morning
which started work at the south
end of the street and is removing
the gravel in the middle of the
street for the 20-foot concrete
pavement. This earth is being
loaded into trucks and is being
taken to the Cass river bridge a
mile south of town and is used as
a “fill” for the approach on each
side of the bridge.

Godfrey Schulz, road commis-
sioner, estimates that 8,000 yards
of earth will be removed from the
middle of Segar street. One thou-
sand yards will be used as filling
on the sides of the pavement and
the greater part of the remaining
7,000 yards will be used in building
the approaches at the Cass river
bridge. .

On another page of this number
of the Chronicle, a notice adver-
tises the letting of the contract for
building a mile of cement highway
20 feet in width on Segar street on
July 25. A contractor with mod-
ern machinery can complete the
cement laying in a week or 10 days,
it is said.

County Engineer James Schwad-
erer says the last abutment for the
bridge will be poured next Monday
and not many days after the bridge
will be ready for traffic. The ap-
proaches are about three feet low-
er than the cement floor of the
bridge and traffic will necessarily
wait wuntil the approaches are
raised to the ‘proper height.

‘Walter Heckroth, chairman of
the Tuscola county board of super-
visors, and Ed..Hammond, county
agricultural agent, were in Lansing
Tuesday and secured the consent of
the State Emergency Relief Com-
mission to expend $2,486.00 of funds
for the erection of a 4-H club ex-
hibit building at the Tuscola Coun-
ty Fair Grounds. .

The O. K. of the Tuscola County
Emergency Relief Commission and
Orville Dowzer, regional engineer
at Bay City, had been secured be-
fore the matter was presented to
the state commission.

The excavation for the building
started this morning. The struc-
ture will 52 by 190 feet in size
and it is expected to be completed
before the fair opens on August 21.

SIX AWENDMENTS
60 ON BALLOTS

Latest Proposal Is for Enact-
mient of Graduated
Income Tax.

Six proposals to revise the state
constitution were assured a place
on the November general election

“iballot July 6. as the. deadline for

qualifying proposed amendments
drew near.

The latest proposal to qualify is
that paving the way for the enact-
ment of a graduated income tax
law by the legislature. A delega-
tion of farm and real estate lead-
ers filed petitions containing 206,-
398 names with the department of
state Thursday to qualify the pro-
posal.

The income amendment would al-
so permit the legislature to abolish
the so-called uniform rule of taxa-
tion. It could classify property
for tax purposes into real, personal
and intangibles. Revenue from the
proposed income levy would go to
the schools. -

Repeated efforts have been made

‘to place an income tax measure on

all statute books and to incorporate
it in the constitution but all have
failed. The Michigan State Grange
has been a persistent advocate of
the tax for years. °
The income tax proposal will oc-
cupy No. 5 position among the pro-
posed amendments on the Novem-
ber ballot. ’
. A proposal for the non-partisan
election of judges will have the top
position among the proposed con-

i ctitutional amendments.

Two constitutional changes to re-
strict gascline and weight taxes
will appear as the second and third
proposals. The first would limit
the gasoline tax to 2 cents a gallon
while the second would place a
maximum of 35 cents a hundred-
weight on the weight tax, the same
as it is now. Both proposals are
sponsored by the Automobile Club
of Michigan,

The No. 4 proposal provides for
optional types of home rule gov-
ernment for counties. It is backed
by the Michigan Municipal league.

A joint resolution adopted by the
legislature broadening the jurisdic-
tion of justices of the peace in De-
troit will be the last proposal on
the ballot. Under it Detroit jus-
tices would have exclusive jurisdic-
tion in civil cases up to $1,500 in-
stead of $500 as the present re-

| striction.

TAX BATTLE LOOMS,

The filing of the Farm Bureau
sales tax suit in the Ingham Coun-

ty Circuit Court marks the begin-
ning of one of the most important

legal battles on behalf of the farm
that has ever developed in this
state. )

It is the Farm Bureau’s conten-

tion that the State Board of Tax

Administration erred when it ig-
nored the Legislature’s Resolution
defining its intent to exempt from
taxation under the sales tax all
items consumed in the production
of other articles designed for even-
tual sale at retail. Two lower
courts have already ruled in ac-
cordance with the Farm Bureau’s
contention in cases involving manu-
facturers.

If it is successful in its action,
the Farm Bureau will have saved
the farmers in excess of a million
dollars a year and at the same time
will have ended a most unpopular
form of double taxation. In any
event farmers the state over will
be grateful to the Farm Bureau
and the scores of local cooperative
associations that have made this
legal test possible.

It might also be mentioned that
Secretary of State Frank D. Fitz-
gerald has been outspoken in his
objection to the ruling which the
Farm Bureau is attacking, but his
opposition was overridden by the
majority faction of the State Board
of Tax Administration consisting
of Auditor General Frye, State
Treasurer Stack and Director Mo-
gun. -

industries and homes of the na-
tion—tobacco or electric power?
Which is the greatest civilizing in-
fluence? Which does the most to
make the life of the average per-

This
does not mean that all children
should spend an equal number of
years in school or that all should
take the same courses. It means
that everyone in order to have the
best chance possible for a happy
and full life should have every bit
of education that he is-capable of
receiving and of using to advan-
tage.—Secretary Ickes. -

WHY A COMMUNITY NEWS-
PAPER?

The following article written by
Miss Eleanore Gallagher, The Clog-
haun, Mackinac Island, received fa-
vorable mention in a contest spon-
sored by Adrian VanKoevering of
Zeeland, Michigan.

Why a community newspaper?
One might just as foolishly ask
why a community doctor, a lawyer,
a policeman, or a teacher? Why a
community store, or a church?
Why anything gzt all, for that mat-
ter? "Just as each of the above
answers a definite and universally
felt need in the community, so like-
wise does the newspaper. Just as
the doctor safeguards the health
of the community, the lawyer and
the policeman the rights, just as
the teacher serves in educating
one’s children, and the store in fur-
nishing each with the essentials of
life, just so™ does the newspaper
serve as an enlightening and de-
veloping agent in society. Without
a "doctor in the community, the
lives of its inhabitants would be
jeopardized by the recurrent rav-
ages of disease; without a lawyer,
the citizens might fall prey to un-
scrupulous parasites; without 2 po-
liceman to safeguard life and liber-
ty, one might be endangered by the
felonious activities of the criminal-
ly inclined; without a teacher, the
intellectual life of the community
would remain at a standstill, or die
from inanition. But without a
newspaper, the community would
be without that vitalizing force
.which animates and gives it life,
which molds and influences that
colossus of power, probably more
potent than any of the vast forces
of modern life, namely public opin-
ion.

The community newspaper serves
as an outpost to civilization. Its
presence marks the community’s
“coming of age.” It proclaims to

dustry and enterprise. It serves as
an essential link between the vari-
ous arts of that commonwealth, in-
corpbr'ating within it extraqeous
and foreign elements, neutrahz@ng
antipodal divergencies, and uniting
all into a cosmic whole. It repre-
sents mot only the voice of the rich
man, but the poor man as well. It
chronicles impartially the achieYe—
ments of mankind, giving praise
where praise is due. It is a mirror
which rellecis ihe steady march of
humanity toward its goal, which
gives animus to its struggle, and
strength and encouragement during
its stumbling progress. It portrays
graphically the daily life of a com-
munity pregnant with those prob-
lems which are a natural concomit-
ant of modern life, and just as man
meets and overcomes those prob-
lems, so the newspaper records
them. The newspaper should be

cause it has the anvantage of pro-
pinquity in time and place. It
should therefore be more authentic
than a document with a perspective
distorted by too great a disparity
in time of occurrence and the time
of recording. The newspaper chron-
icles events as they occur and
serves them to a public eager to
digest them while they are still
fresh and heavy with interest. The
kaleidoscopic nature of the news-
paper is one of its greatest assets,
enabling it to depict society in all
its variegated forms and to edu-
cate its readers to a keener under-
standing of events. It is a defi-

| nitely educational influence in thé

community.

Time was when a newspaper was
not essential to the well-being and
life of society. But that was in the
days when -each family represented
a little community in itself, where
the mother, the father and the chil-
dren all worked together satisfying
all their needs independent of oth-
ers and practically oblivious to the
life outside their own home. But
those times have long since depart-
ed and a new, industrial civilization
and interdependence are the key
notes. Civilization gave birth to
the newspaper, and a community

as incongruous as a body without
a head. And likewise a body with-
out a head would be just as useful
and alive as a community without
a paper.. In our specialized fields
of training we learn only those
things necessary for the under-
standing of our own work, and un-
less we had some means of becom-
ing acquainted with other asgpects
of life, our lives would become un-
balanced and narrow. The news-
paper serves as the broadening
force in our lives. It is an om-
niverous machine which brings to
each one all the different types of
mental food to satisfy our natural
cravings. It looks with far-seeing
eyes to Washington and watches
the President at his executive du-
ties; it peeps into the homes of our
favorite movie stars and whispers
of their work; it crawls on the bat-
tle-scarred fields of warring na-
tions and recounts the horrible
tales of death; it invades the frozen
camp of Little America and gets a
scoop from Admiral Bryd for the
anxious ones at home. Ifs interest
is all pervasive; its scope all en-
compassing. :

The newspaper is a sentient
thing, alive in every fiber, throb-
bing with the life blood of human-
ity. It is the heart, the head, and
the backbone of a community. It
is so essential to the life of the
commonwealth that it is impossible
to conceive of a settlement without
it. Take away the newspaper and
you deprive yourself of one of the
greatest guiding forges of modern
life. A community without a news-
paper is indicative of mental stag-
nation, industrial decay, and social
retrogression. The loss of the
newspaper tolls the death knell of
the community.

LESSON TEXT—I Kings 17 1-16;
19:1-8,

i. Elijah's
{v. 1). )

This was a most startling mes-
sage, for Ahab had not only led Is-
rael into idolatry but into the re-
pudiation of the living God.

1, “As the Lord God of Israel
liveth.” Elijah knew that he rep-
resented the living God when he
came into the king’s presence.

2. “Before whom I stand.” Be-
cause Elijah stood before God he
could stand before Ahab.

3. “There shall not be dew nor
rain these years but aeccording to
my word” The suspension of
moisture continued for three and
a hdl years and was given in an-
swer to Elijah’s prayer (James 5:
17). Drought was predicted as a
punishment for idolatry (Deut, 11:
16, 17) and the prophet was now
applying the divine judgment.

1. Elijah’s Retirement (vv, 2, 3).

As soon as he had delivered his
message he retired from the king's
side while the penalty of the king’s
sin should be visited upon the land.

Message to Ahab

“Though God’s prophets must be

separated from men they are in
God’s presence.

1. God Provides for Elijah (vv.
2:16; 19:1-8).

1. At the brook Cherith- (vv, 2-T)

-God offered a hiding place for his
.servant who so fearlessly declared
_ his message. He was sustained in a

two-fold way.

a.” By drinking of the brook {vv.
-4-6).

While drinking of the literal
waters of the brook he was being
nourished by the living water from
‘the throne of God.

b. By being fed by the ravens
{vv. 4-6). The ravens brought him
bread and flesh both morning and
evening. Elijah thus enjoyed two
meals each day with water to drink,
The same God who sustained Eli-
jah still lives and we should trust
him for our daily bread. At last
the brook dried up because there
was no rain in the land. The Lord
then instructed him to move.

2. At Zarephath (vv. 8-16).
serve

a. The place (v. 9). Zarephath
was at the west side of Palestine
near the Mediterranean sea in Gen-
tile territory. In order to reach
this place Elijah had to cross the
country from the Jordan to the
sea. Perhaps he did this at night
in order not to be seen. Zarephath
was only a few miles from the home
of Jezebel's father. -

b. Sustained by a widow (vv. 10
12). “Bring a little water and a

Ob-

* orsel of bread,” was the request

which he made of the widow. ™This
was a great trial to her but God
had touched her heart and stirred
up faith in her. Her reply reveals
‘her deep distress.

¢. Elijah’s reply (v. 13). This
made plain to~her that it was a
case of mutual interest to do as
the prophet said. *‘The barrel of
meal shall not-waste, neither shall
the cruse of oil fail.” May we learn
from Elijah’s experience.

(1) The particularity of God’s
providence. He by preachment
meets our daily needs. There are
no happenings in God’s providence.
The woman of Zarephath going out
to gather sticks to prepare the last
meal met Elijah and is helped. for
two years.

(2) No matter how small our re-
sources we can do something for
God if we will. Let no one be dis-
couraged .because he is poor and
unknown.

(3) We should give our all to
God and trust him for further sup-
ply. The best way to help ourselves

_is to help others. This woman gave

one morsel to God’s prophet and
obtained a supply for herself and
family for two or more years.

(4) God often allows us to get
down to great extremities in order
to teach us that all is from him.

(5) God's dealing with this Gen-
tile woman is a foregleam of his
dealing with the Gentile nations.

1V. He Sent an Angel to Cook
Elijah's Meal (I Xings 19:6, 7).

Elijah was greatly discouraged
and despondent over the strain of
his struggle which culminated on
Mt. Carmel. God was very tender
in his dealing with hlm. He not
only gave him sleep (v. 5) but pro-
vided food for him at the hand of
an angel. ’

Bug Has Double
to Fool Public

Movie stars have doubles who
perform dangerous feats for them
and it now appears that insects
have learned that feat as the
chinch-bug has a double which has
created a good deal of anxiety in
the state and has distracted atfen-
tion from the real villain,

Farmers from counties as widely
separated as Cass and Menominee
have sent specimens of the false
chinch-bug to the entomology de-
partment in the belief that this in-
sect was the real trouble maker.
The specimens were sometimes ac-
companied by a letter suggesting
that the entomology department
was wrong about the plants that
the chinch-bug eats.

Entomologists claim that the
true chinch-bug eats only plants
belonging to the grass family and
farmers have found these false
chinch-bugs eating alfalfa and sug-
ar beets. It appeared that the bug
experts had slipped a little in their
diagnosis until the confusion in the
insect’s identity was cleared up.

The false chinch-bug is a native,
only appearing in destructive num-

bers in -exceptional seasons. It
sometimes causes serious damage
but is never a wholesale- destroyer
like the pest which it resembles.
If the false chinch-bug becomes
numerous enough to start migrat-
ing it can be destroyed with the
same barrier traps used fo¥ the
chinch-bug.

Twigs Are Severed
by -Beetle Larvae

Persons who are proud of the
shade trees about your homes and|
who have become concerned about
the number of twig ends which are;
falling from the trees are assured;
by the entomology department at
Michigan State College that the
damage can be stopped if these
tiwig ends are collected and burned.

The cause of the trouble is the
oak twig pruner, an insect which
prefers to work on oak trees but
which will damage most any decid-
uous species of tree if the oak is
not available. The severed twigs
on the lawn or twigs that are par-
tially severed on the tree are the
ohly signs of the insect’s presence.

The troublemaker is a slender
grayish beetle which appears early
in the spring. The insect lays eggs,
one at a place near the end of
twigs which are not more than an
inch in diameter. The larvae
hatches and burrows into the twig
where it feeds until full grown. It
then ‘selects a place a few inches
from the twig’s end and completely
severs the woody tissue while leav-
ing the bark intact.

The larvae retreats from the cut
portion and waits for the first
storm to bring the branch to the
ground. Here, the insect winters
under the snow unless the trash
is collected and burned. This sim-
ple control measure is all that is
needed as one year’s injuries do
not seriously affect the infested
tree.

RITING Paper for Men: Good

taste exacts that stationery
for all men be very conservative.
Color  of  writing paper: White,
cream, the deeper shades of blue, or
any of the grayish mixtures known
as granite, (Plain gray is better
for an older man than for a young
one.), Smartest style of paper:
Bither bon& or Irish linen or gran-
ite. Any plain paper with cut edges,
proper. Size: Large rather than
small. Size: Double sheet 5% by
8% inches in best taste. Single
sheets slightly larger. Unlined en-
velopes with plainest flap. Stamp-
ing: Address or block initials, or
full name and address. (Mr. is
never included under any circum-
stances.) A man’s business address
is put on the face of the envelope
rather than on the flap. Personal
paper has. the address (if any)
across the flap. Color of stamping
(or printing) : black or blue or gray
or brick red. Ink: Blue or black.

Writing Paper for Women: White,

In the center of the platter hot
stuffed peppers, at each end halves
of new cabbage cooked, and a white
sauce with cheese poured over it,
sliced buttered beets on one side
and browned potatoes on the other.

Tapioca Omelet.

Stir two tablespoonfuls of tapioca
into three-fourths of a cupful of
scalded milk, one-half teaspoonful
of salt. Cook for ten minutes in a
double boiler. Remove from the
fire, stir in four well-beaten egg
yolks and a tablespoonful of but-
ter. Fold in the stiffly beaten
whites of the eggs and pour into a
well-buttered hot omelet pan. Cook
as usual; brown under the gas or
in the oven.

Souffles are such pretty dishes to
serve, but like omelets, will not
wait without falling. Here is one
that will stand up even during the
serving: .

Cream two tablespoonfuls-of but-

ter and one and one-half tablespoon- |

fuls of flour. Pour in gradually one
cupful of bhot milk in which one ta-
blespoonful of tapioca has been
cooked for 15 minutes. Cook eight
minutes in a double boiler. Sepa-
rate four eggs, beat yolks, add two
tablespoonfuls of sugar and add to
the milk mixture. Cool, add the
stiffly beaten whites and bake 30
minutes in a moderate oven.
.Casserole of Salmon.

Take two ecupfuls of cooked,
shredded salmon, two tablespoon-
fuls of tapioca uncooked, one cup-
ful of milk, two tablespoonfuls of
butter, one-fourth teaspoonful of
salt, a dash each of pepper and pa-
prika, Mix in the order given and
bake ten minutes, then cover with
small baking powder biscuit, and
finish baking.

Fruit Omelet.

Beat the yolks of six eggs, add
two tablespoonfuls of sugar and
one-half cupful of orange juice.
Fold in the stiffly beatem whites
of the eggs and pour into a hot,

well-buttered omelet pan. Cook
slowly, lifting ‘the edges until a
golden brown on the Dbottom.

Spread one-half thickly with erange
marmalade, and fold, Serve at once.

! Two Presidents Arrested

Theoretically, a President of the
United States cannot be arrested,
not even for murder. Yet, two
Presidents were arrested while oc-
cupants of the White House. On &
night in 1853 President Pierce, re-
turning on horseback from the home
of a friend, accidentally ran down
an aged woman and was placed un-
der arrest by a Washington con-
