Plans Received for 
Farm Shop Bldg. at 
Cass City School 

NYA Will Build Several 

Shops in Towns of Less 

Than 2,500 Population. 

School offidals have evidenced ,an 
interest in the erection of a farm 
shop on the school grounds at  Cass 
City and have written federal 
authorities for particulars regard- 
ing the requirements necessary. 
Funds, school au.thori.ties here say, 
will be available for the costs of 
building materials. The plans sub- 
mitted by the State Board of Con- 
trol f o r  Vocational Education call 
for a one-story brick building" 42 
by 90 :feet. Tentative planS are to 
have ,the new building, if erected, 
to occupy space north of the pres~ 
eat school building. 

"The National Youth Adminis- 
tration is in position .to build sev- 
eral farm shops throughout the 
state and these farm shops may be 
built in communities with a popula- 
tion of not more than 2,500," 
writes George H. Fern, director of 
the State Board of Control for 
Vocational Education, in introduc- 
ing .the subject to J. Ivan Nier- 
garth, superintendent of schools in 
Cass City. "It  has been indicated 
to us that you are in need of a new 
building to be used for general and 
faxm shop. The construction of 
the shop through the NYA re- 
quires the furnishing of materials 
by the local community. The NYA 
will also furnish the necessary 
architectural services. 

"If  you are interested in having 
a shop built and your community 
is able to furnish the materials for 
t h i s  type of project, I suggest ,that 
you contact Orin W. Kaye, state 
administrator, National Youth Ad- 
ministration, Lansing. 

~ ,  • The state project is restr icted 
to fourteen farm shop buildings," 
says Mr. Fern. "We are, there- 
fore, anxious to know whether or 
n o t  you a r e  interested so that  if 
necessary other schools may be 
given the opportunity.

"Some summer we may .take a 
cottage in Michigan as we still 
feel it is one of .the nicest states, 
even more picturesque than our 
Western states and some of the 
finest people live there. Our five 
years in Cass City were five of 
our happiest years." 

Mr. Hamblin left Cass City 22 
years ago to take up the pastorate 
of the First  Presbyterian Church 
at Santa Fe, New Mexico. In 
August, 1921, he became pastor of 
the First  Presbyterian Church ,at 
Canon City, Colorado, where he 
remained for eight years before 
going to Sheridan, Wyoming.

Killed in Arbela 
Township Tuesday 

When Ronald Baldwin, ten-year- 
old son of Mr. and Mrs. Lloyd 
Baldwin, of Arbela Township, 
riding a bicycle, wheeled out of the 
driveway of Arthur Hill, a farm 
neighbor, and ran directly into the 
right front  fender of .the automo- 
bile driven by James Gibbs of Mil- 
ling.ton, .the lad was instantly killed. 
Snow was falling heavily at the 
time and brush along the country 
road Obscured the sight of Mr. 
Gibbs. He did not see .the boy 
until the mishap had occurred. The 
lad's skull was fractured. 

The accident occurred Tuesday 
afternoon about four-thir.ty o'clock, 
on the highway 40 rods east of the 
Frost Store in Arbela Township.

Three of Family Are 
Severely Injured in 
Two Auto Crashes 

In a collision of two automobiles 
driven by Earl O. Smith of Dear- 
born and Leopold Jimenez of King- 
ston, at the junction of M-46 and 
M-15, at Richville, Thursday after- 
noon, Mrs. Helen Smith, 44, suf- 
fered a broken leg, fractured pel- 
vis and several broken ribs. Jan 
Anguina, 30, a passenger in the 
Jimenez car, had his face badly 
cut. The injured were ,taken to the 
Saginaw General Hospital in an 
ambulance. 

Dr. Swanson of Vassar, who ad- 
ministered first aid, drove to Sagi- 
naw .taking with him Earl O. Smith, 
his son, Nell Smith, 14, and Leo- 
pold Jimenez. On the way, another 
driver backed his car from a drive- 
way Onto the highway and into .the 
doctor's car. In this crash, Mr. 
Smith suffered a fractured pelvis; 
his son, a dislocated hip; Mr. Jim- 
enez, severe bruises; and Dr. Swan- 
son, chest bruises. 

After Jimenez, One of the drivers 
in the first accident, was released 
from .the hospital, he was brought 
into justice court on the charge of 
reckless driving at .the time of .the 
first accident at Richville.

Indian Fur Lore 

New 4-H Project 

Something new in 4-H club 
projects in Michigan is the chance 
to study fur trapping and manage- 
ment  and to use some of the woods 
lore that  Indians within the s tate  
once knew. 

But a modern touch ig evlde~t, 
says R. G. Hill, game management  
specialist of the Michigan State 
College extension service staff. 
Nowadays Michigan's fur crop 
ought to be considered similar to 
other crops on the farm and like- 
wise managed with discretion. 

Pe~ts, largely trapped by farm- 
ers, are worth approximately $1,- 
500.,.000 anually in this state, Hill 
points out. About two-thirds of 
this income is obtained on farm's in 
southern counties.  

Under  normaI conditions, mem- 
bers of the 4-H groups are learn- 
ing, 'the wild fur  crop ought to be 
harvested  at the proper t ime and 
not  to exceed proper limits. There 
usually is an annual fall surplus 
over the number of .animals re- 
quired for breeding stock. Youths 
enrolled in the project will be 
asked to determine the fur  bearing 
population in a 'trapping area as 
one of  the required activities. 

Muskrats number six times all 
other furbearers trapped in recent 
years,  so much of the survey work 
will include the homes and habits 
and numbers of the muskrats along 
streams and marshes. 

That's where some of the Indian 
lore will come in handy. Hill sug- 
gests  ability to "read the sign" 
will be of value to the youthful 
trappers. Familiarity with the va- 
rious furbearers will add to the 
value of the project and the value 
of ,the catch in successive years. 

Youths participating will be well 
versed in state trapping laws. In 
fact  the project is sponsored in 
par t  by the Michigan State De- 
par tment  of Conservation. 

Heart and Head

Tell them 
about it." 

Arms and Michigan 
How will the national defense  

program affect  Michigan ? 
Editor and Publisher, national 

magazine for newspaper and ad- 
vert ising people, places ~ Michigan 
second of the 48 states in volume 
of government eo~traets let from 
July 13 to October 26 and reported 
by the depar tment  of labor at 
Washington. 

Michigan contracts totaled $125,-

es.t beginning. National expendi- 
tures during the:  third quarter 
(July, August,  September) totaled 
$500,000,000. The fourth quarter 
will double this amount, while the 
first quarter  of 1941 is expected .to 
bring another 50 per  cent in- 
crease. 

Thus federal expenditures are 
spiraling upwards, and by July, 
1941, they are due to reach $600,- 
000,000 to $700,000,000 monthly 
until the billion-a-month peak is 
hit. Compare this billion goal with 
our curren,t month's estimated 
spending of about $300,000,000 and 
you get some idea of what this 
astronomical spending will mean to 
our U. S . A .  .... 

Mass Production 
It was inevitable that  a state 

where mass production methods 
had been widely applied in indus- 
tries would be relied upgn . , t% 
achieve quick output of munitions 
and arms. 

Since the day tinct Detroit, Flin~, 
Saginaw, Lansing, Pontiac and 
other cities became automobile cen- 
ters, Michigan had been • w0rld- 
famous for its assembly line and 
the efficiency of its workers. 

That has not been without  its 
penalty, however. When aurorae-, 
biles are in demand, t imes are good 
in Michigan. When the reverse 
takes  place, t imes are hard. 

The assembly line, the crux of 
mass production science, and the 
adoption of annual models assures 
either steady employment or lay- 
offs. A sit-down strike in one sup- 
ply factory can cause the entire 
line to come to a stop. Flint  auto- 
mobile workers who went  deer 
hunt ing the other day accomplished 
the same .thing:. The line couldn't 

function. 
These  industrial  centers conse- 

quently have experienced reoccur- 
r ing periods of boom and depres-  
sion. Unemployment  dips to an 
extreme,  or rises to a near  vanish- 
ing point. This does not  happen 
a[so without the fr inge of suburban 
communities being directly affected. 
Scores of small-town industries are 
kept  alive by the  big motor busi- 
ness. Thousands of workers reside 
in nearby towns, commuting daily 
by automobile between work bench 
and home. 

British Orders 
National defense orders and 

British arms orders are today, to 
all practical e~tent, one and the 
same. 

Henry  Ford balked a t  manufac- 
ture of Rolls-Royce motors for 
British planes, but  promptly ac- 
cepted a similar contract f rom the 
United States government  for air- 
plane engines. Other automobile 
companies have not been so choosy. 
Packard is to make British en- 
gines;  General Motors has sustan- 
t im British arms contracts. 

P r e s i d e n t  Frankl in  D. Roosevelt.  
announced that  Britain would get]  
50 per cent of our arms output,] 
and there is l i t t le doubt tha t  the  1 
proportion will be increased in] 
Britain's favor if a new crisis / 
threatens.  I 

Under  our capitalistic system" 
whereby private ownership is en- 
t i t led to private profit, i t  is inevit- 

t ~ble that  a war economy of this 
type will produce war profits. 
Such was the history of World War  ~ 

I. Let us take a look at 1940. 

Our Export  Trade 
The Wal l  S tree t  Journal  on Oc- 

tober 21 stated tha t  42 per cent  of 
America's exports are munitions or 
related arms materials.  Expor t s  
during the first year  of World  War  
II exceeded four  billions, a gain of 
37 per cent over the  preceding 12 
months. Our ex~ort balance was 
the ~arg-est since J_qf!: Of f bo~e 
exports, 62 per cent go to Britain. 

The three-quarter  earnings of 
leading industrial corporations also 
show sharp gains. United States 
Steel had more than  500 per cent 
increase, Jones & Laughlin 2,500 
per cent, Glenn L. Martin 300 per 
cent, according to figures printed 
in Business Week.  

General Motors earnings for the 
same ' three-quarter period of 1940 
were  $!29,172,000, a gain of $20:  
000,000 over the same period in 
1939. The third quarter  ea rn ings  
record was  $15,597,000, compared 
with $8,627,000 in 1939, or almost 
double even af ter  new tax levies 
were  deducted. 

Motor Wheel, at; Lansing, has 
gone from $1,091,000 to $1,440,000 
earnings for the same three-quarter  
period. Oil firms show substantial 
gains. 

And yet i t  would be grossly un- 
fa ir  to infer  tha t  directors o f  these 
corporations are interested i n  war 
for war profits. Better than the  
average worker, the modern indus- 
trial leaders realize that a war 
economy is false economy; tomor- 
row's headaches will plague capi- 
tal and labor for years to come. 

One reasonable conclusion from 
the r ising tide of war profits might  
be this: Michigan, as one state, is 
get t ing an economic stake in ¢he 
war. 

Will History Repeat?  
Ray Stannard Baker in his Wil- 

son biography stated: 
"Thus  by the end of the year  

1914 the traffic in war materials  
with the Allies had become deeply 
entrenched in America's economic 
organization and the possibility of 
keeping  out of the war by the di- 
plomacy of neutral i ty  no ma t t e r  
how skillfully conducted, had 
reached the vanishing point." 

Jerome Frank,  c.hairman of the  
Securities and Exdhange Commis- 
sion, recently wrote:  "Every stu- 
dent of our conduct prior to our 
entry into the iast war agrees tha t  
non-participa£io n was made all bu t  
impossible because of our precious 
huge shipments to the belligerents 
. . . . .  The same forces are now at  
work that  were operative in 1914- 
17)' 

Pres ident  Roosevelt in his Chau- 
tauqua speech referred to war  
profits as "foolN gold" and warned 
of "the inevitable penalties, the  in- 
evitable day of reckoning." 

Ambassador Page in 1917 advised 
Woodrow Wilson: ,Perhaps  our 
going to war  is the on ly-way in- 
which our present  pre-eminent  
trade position can be maintained 
,and a panic averted." 

Secretary  MeAdoo in 1915 fa- 
vored credit for  the Allies as a 
protection to "grea t  prdsperi ty" 
for fa rmer  and factory worker,  
Even Se'eretary Lans ing ' sa id  tha t  
neutral i ty should not stand in the 
w~y of "our national in teres ts  
which seem to be seriously thr~¢~ 
ened." 

The principle o~ ea~l~ 5.nd ef- 
fect still functions. Will Michigan's 
coming prosperi ty help to create a 
public attitude, as history says it 
did previous to the last war, in 
support of our direct participation 
in the present  war as a f ighting 
ally of Great Bri tain? 

Or, in other word:s, will history 
repeat  ? 

You can surmise what  the fu ture  
holds.
