CROSWELL FACTORY CLO.SED.

The Company ade No Money But are Hopc-
ful for Next Year..

"~ The big factory ¢f the Sanilac Sugar
Refining Co., at Croswell shut down
last Tuesday for lack of beets, after a
successful campaign of six weeks,
days, nights and Sundays, during
which time but one’stop was.made for
the purpose of cleaning up the ma-
chinery. During the forty-five days
the factory has been running’
made an average of 250 barvels of
granulated sugar per day. This is
equivalent to ‘2,500 tons or 5,000,000
pounds, None of this amount has
been sold in Michigan, mostof it go-
ing to Indiana and other middle
west states. It has taken 300 men,
500 tons of coal and 35 cars of heets to
run the factory each day.. The full
capacity is 750 tons of beets per day.
The acreage of beets planted last
spring was sufficient to have kept the
factory running six weeks longer if

the crop bad been an average one.

The company will' not be able to de-
clare any dividends this year—neither
will those who raised beets—but the
season was the worst ever known in

delicate telephone instrument at the
base of a long wire held aloft by kites.
Now Mr. Marconi has established on
both sides of the Atlantic powerful
stations which can throw out strong
eleetrical oscillations that reach far
and wide, 'The Cornwall station has
already kept touch with the Italian
cruiser Carlo Alberto the whole way
across the Atlantic.

Instead of a single wire the new sta-
tions ave fitted with 150 wires, which
are not fixed in a perfectly perpendie-

‘| ular position, but are arranged in the

form of an inverted pyramid suspend-
ed between four wooden towers. These
towers give the stations a most impos-
ing appearance, but their duty is mere-
ly to hold up the wires which do the
work of transmitting and eatching the
electro maguetic waves in the ether.
This fan arrangement of Wwires is evi-

dently designed to give the low but

cumulative impulse to the ether waves
required for tuned or “syntonic wire-
less telegraphy,” as it is designated by
Mr. Marconi. The old single wire gave
out its energy - in one or -two violent
spasms which could be caught by any
receiving station within reach. The
necessity for secrecy has, it is under-
stood, led to the use of the greater
number of wires which give out a more
regular flow of waves that ean only be
read by an instrument *tuned” to re
celve them. .
The attempt to establish “tuned” sta-
tions is the latest phase of wireless
telegraphy. While it is not easy for the
laity to grasp the intricacies of the
wave motion theory on which wireless

telegraphy is based, it is possible "to

explain the action of electro magnetic
wave telegraphy in some of its simpler
aspects.

An eleetric spark is made to snap be-
tween two brass balls. The sparks may
be said to make a splash in the ether,
the high wire taking the place of the

Now, wireless telegraphy wives trav-
el not by meéans of the atmosphere, but
through the far more intangible sub-
stance ether, which is held to fill up
space and penetrate all matter. Even
in ordinary telegraphy the current flows
through the ether surrounding the at-
oms of copper rather than through the
wire itself. o

While Iertz was the first to experi-
ment with the wave theory, neverthe
less it is Signor Marconi who is gener-
ally recognized as the first who had the
idea of making use of the Hertzian
waves for sending signals to great dis-
tances and for making them the basis

| of a system of telegraphy.:

Mr. Marconi’s progress has been from
tens to hundreds and then from hun-

dreds to over 1,000 miles, and now it is

expected that messages will cross the

Atlantie, a distance of 2,500 miles. How.

soon, however, it will be possible to
really call the wireless installations on
the shores of the Atlantic “a system of
telegraphy” it is not easy to say.

Over great distances the danger from
atmospheric conditions spoiling the
message ingrease, so that it is impor-
tant to_remember the words of Loré
Kelvin that even with wireless telegra-
phy established as a commercial sue-

cess the submarine ecables would still
| serve us well,

Indeed Mr, Marconi himself has said
that he does not think his system will
be a serious rival to either ocean or
land telegraphy. He. believes, how-
ever, that it will eventually become an
auxiliary to it and that the successful
transaction of business over sea will
tend to stimulate cable business under
the ocean. -When the success of the
Glace Bay station is assured, Mr. Mar-
coni -intends to begin the erection of
land stations throughout Canada, He
will also follow out the same lines in
the United States as in Canada. .

After perfecting the station at Cape
Cod and the erection of a new one at

San Prancisco intervening land sta-
tions will be built and put into opera-
tion, so-that in a few years’ time he
expects to have the whole continent
dotted with stations and wireless mes-
sages flashed in every direction.

Just as soon as the station at Cape
.Cod is thoroughly equipped and placed
in communication with Glace Bay, C. |

B., and possibly Poldhu, a station will
be erected on Sable island, the grave-
yvard of the Atlantic ocean, and Mr.
Marconi thus hopes to be in a position
to remove the great danger attending
merchant shipping approaching that
perilous spot. ‘

The station at Glace Bay was built
by the Dominion government at a cost
of $200,000. It comprises four towers
of creosote timber, rising to the height
of 225 feet. Adding to this height that
of the land and the tops of Marconi's
towers are about 300 feet above the
fevel ‘of the sea. Baeh tower consists
of four columns connected with a lat-
ticework of creosote pine and further
strengthened by steel cables anchored
to the ground.

While the station is comparatively a
duplicate of the one at Cornwall, still

Relative Merits in Beefmaking,
Pork as a Side Issue. )

The Illinois agricultural experiment
station has beén. investigating the rela-
tive merits of silage and shock corn ag
factors in beef production. An experi-

ment was conducted on the extensive |.

‘fanm of a McLean county' cattle feeder.
In the feeding of 5.33 acres of silage to
calves 8.69 acres of crops other than
corn were used. In the feeding, of 5.33
acres of shock corn to calves 5.68 acres
of crops other than corn were used.
This difference may or may not be
found unavoidable. Among conclusions
arrived at were the following:

It requires a third longer time to feed
an acre of corn silage than an acre of
shock corn. ’ :

The average number of pounds of
meat made per acre from a system of

silage - feeding where oats and hay
were used as supplementary feeds was
385.85, where shock corn with oats and
hay were fed 337.91 pounds, a differ-
ence of 47.45 pounds.per acre in favor
of a system of silage feeding. .

So far as the cost of harvesting and
feeding crops: for the production’ of
beef is concerned in the net profits of
the enterprise,. it should be borne in
mind that it will probably require near-
ly twice as great an expenditure of la-
bor and capital in a system of silage
feeding as in a system of shock corn
feeding. .

The silage fed steers were in much
better thrift and flesh at the end of the

fed steers.
In case of the silage fed steers 97.69

beef and 2.31 per cent pork. In case of
the shock corn fed steers 84.22 per cent

15.78 per cent was pork. This clearly
shows that pork production is an im-
portant factor in a system of feeding

it may 'be entirely “eliminated from a
system of silage feeding for beef pro-
duction practically without loss. :
It should be noted that the silage fed
lot consumed less feed than the shock

gain whether beef alone is considered
or .beef and pork combined. The
amount of dry matter required to pro-
duce ‘a pound of gain of meat where
the corn was fed in the form of silage
was 6.52 pounds; where fed in the
form of shock corn it was 8.57 pounds.
- With an average daily ration to each
steer fed silage of 26 pounds. silage, 2
pounds oats and 4.55 pounds of mixed
hay an av-rage daily galn of 1.68
pounds was secured for a period of
eighty-eight days. With an average
daily ration to each steer fed shock
corn of 13.22 pounds shock corn, 2
pounds oats and 4 pounds mixed hay
an average dally gain of 1.42 pounds
was secured for a period of eighty-
eight days.

Under conditions comparable with
‘those prevailing in this experiment one
steer would be able to make an aver-

riod of six months on .82 of an acre of
silage, oats and hay, of which .31 of an
acre would be devoted to corn for sil-
age, .28 of an acre to oats and .28 of an
acre to hay. One steer receiving shock

Those who imagine that a poultry
plant, whether large or small, will run
itself - are very poorly informed, for
nothing can be much further from the
fact. Regular attention and well di-
rected attention must be given or the
venture will fail of good results. Noth-
ing but dis'lppointment ever follows
neglect of fowls. This is proved be-
yond all peradventure. No success
carries unless the Dbest attention. be
given the fowls, their feeding and their
care. DBear this in mind all the time,
and when you are disappointed with re-
sults obtained see who is to blame.
